GENERAL FUND SURPLUS CASH:

Motion by Huffman, seconded by Perry, to approve the analysis of the General Fund Surplus Cash as per SDCL 7-21-18.1.  All voting aye.  As of September 30, 2014, Lyman County recorded $1,432,791.95 General Fund Cash Balance which calculates to 19.34% surplus cash. A copy of the analysis was submitted to the SD Dept. of Legislative Audit.

Motion by Choal, seconded by Perry to surplus, and either donate or sell, the following items from the Nurses office.  All voting aye.  Old exam table, wooden filing cabinet and white storage cabinet.
EMPLOYEE FLU SHOTS:

Motion by Ehlers, seconded by Choal to provide flu shots for all county employees.  All voting aye.

AMERICAN CREEK CONSERVATION DISTRICT:
Steve Kubik and Cliff Halverson, members of the Conservation District Board, met with the Commission to discuss funding of the Conservation District.  About ten years ago the Conservation District was no longer in need of County help due to the tree planting and trenching/digging income, so from that time on the County has not budgeted for the Conservation District.  The District’s only source of income at present time is the tree planting program which will not provide enough income to stay solvent.  The Conservation District Board is requesting $20,000.00.  Discussion was held about possible funding sources with no definitive answers coming forth.  No decision was made at this time; Kubik and Halverson thanked the Commission for their consideration of the matter.  The Commission will revisit the request at their next meeting.
