4-H YOUTH ADVISOR:

The Commission authorized Auditor Michalek to complete the SDSU Extension 4-H Youth Program Advisor annual evaluation to be forwarded to SDSU Extension.
PLATS:

Motion by Perry, seconded by Halverson to approve the following plats.  All voting aye.

Sather Tract 1, a Subdivision of the E½ NW¼, the 2½ NE¼ and the SE¼ of Section 31, Township 106 North, Range 78 West of the 5th P.M., Lyman County, South Dakota.  Bower Tract 1, a Subdivision of the East Half of Section 10, Township 106 North, Range 79 West of the 5th P.M., Lyman County, South Dakota.
SD FOREST ACTION PLAN:

Commissioner Halverson completed a questionnaire for the SD Forest Action Plan.

TIRE CLEANUP PROJECT:

Larry McManus, Manager of the Tri County Landfill Assn., provided an informational letter stating approximately 740 ton of tires was collected from sites at TCLF, Winner and Presho.  The project is a huge success thanks to everyone’s cooperation.

HIGHWAY/WEED DEPT:
Supt. Long informed the Commission of a request by Mary Jo Rapp, 29560 238th St., to rebuild and gravel one mile of road in Lund (Unorg) Township, located in the SE¼ of 30-106-78. The current estimate is approximately $20,000.00 and is not in this year’s budget.  No decision was made at this time. Hollaway Construction plans to have the Yates Bridge replacement completed by the end of November if the structure pieces arrive as scheduled. Bridge Inspector Randy Hoschied contacted Supt. Long about the Wells Bridge to inform him that if the bridge wasn’t fixed immediately the road would need to be closed.  According to Hoschied this bridge has been on the radar since 1988.  When the Commission implemented the 1.200 HBR levy this structure was to be replaced with a box culvert in 2016 for approximately $300,000.00.  After the levy was removed and the 5 Year Plan was updated, to allow for assistance from the state with BIG money, this structure was scheduled out past 2021.  Supt. Long hired Hollaway Construction to do a temporary fix on the rotted pylon which will allow the road to remain open.  The time frame for replacement will need to be addressed in the near future.  The Chester Bridge replacement with a box culvert is on the 5 Year Plan for 2017.  Supt. Long provided updates on gravel hauling with current year expenditures of $786,259.77 for gravel, royalties, crushing, and hauling.
