AUDITOR’S ACCOUNT: Cash on hand: $575.83; Checks in Treasurer’s possession less than 3 days old: $40,360.91; Cash Items: $30.00; BankWest Checking: $26,615.40; BankWest Savings: $2,461,881.72; 1st Dakota Bank CD’s: $107,651.88; Dakota Prairie CD’s: $653,985.56 for a total of $3,291,131.30.  Of this amount the following entities received: State of SD: $106,134.95; School Districts: $157,651.58; Cities & Towns: $18,445.09; Townships: $7,047.68; WR/LJ Water District: $1,325.88; Vivian Sanitary District: $315.44; Lyman County Ambulance District: $5,737.70 for a total of $296,658.32.  

AMERICAN CREEK CONSERVATION DISTRICT:
Board members Terry Moore, Steve Schelske, Cliff Halverson and Manager Jennifer Schoulte met with the Commission to provide the District’s financial projection for 2016.  The County budgeted $15,000.00 to assist the District with operating costs and discussed the possibility of hiring the District to mow and spray a portion of the County. Hwy/Weed Supt. Tim Long was present for this discussion.  Auditor Michalek will contact legislative audit and the County’s insurance carrier to assure the legality of the proposal.  The County will provide the District with $7,500.00 at the next regular meeting.
