RESOLUTION TO REQUEST ENFORCEMENT OF WEIGHT LIMITATIONS

Whereas, the Lyman County Board of Commissioners desires to protect existing Lyman County highways, ultimately saving tax dollars and,

Whereas, the Lyman County Board of Commissioners desire the enforcement of weight limitations on Lyman County roads as set forth and posted by the Lyman County Highway Superintendent.

Now Therefore Be It Resolved, that the limits on Lyman County highways shall be set at six (6) ton per axle on all asphalt surface roads during the spring thaw period and when limit signs are in place.  That the South Dakota Highway Patrol be and hereby is authorized and requested to enforce weight limitation on Lyman County roads.

Be it Further Resolved that the penalty for the violation of the load restrictions shall be as set forth in SDCL 32-22-55.

BRIDGE REINSPECTION PROGRAM RESOLUTION
Whereas, Title 23, Section 151, United States Code and Title 23, Part 650, Subpart C, Code of Federal Regulations, requires initial inspection of all bridges and re-inspection at intervals not to exceed two years with the exception of reinforced concrete box culverts that meet specific criteria.  These culverts are re-inspected at intervals not to exceed four years.

Therefore, Lyman County is desirous of participating in the Bridge Inspection Program using Bridge Replacement funds.
The County requests SDDOT to hire Pierce & Harris for the inspection work.  SDDOT will secure federal approvals, make payments to Pierce & Harris for inspection services rendered, and bill the County for 20% of the cost.  The County will be responsible for the required 20% matching funds.
