SDSU MOU:

HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Long discussed loader repairs, graveling progress, grinding asphalt, Reliance Shop, discs for motor graders and rental of skid steer for bridge repairs.  It was board consensus to purchase one Retriever disc.  Two fuel quotes were received for the 2nd quarter of 2015: 1) Hieb Oil, #1 Diesel $1.99, #2 Diesel $1.97, Unleaded Gasoline $1.99. 2) Farmers Union Oil Co., #1 Diesel $1.99, #2 Diesel $1.92, Unleaded Gasoline $1.94.  Motion by Huffman, seconded by Halverson to accept the low quote of Farmers Union Oil Co.  All voting aye.  Chairman Choal asked Supt. Long to address road issues on CO RD 9 in Pleasant Twp. and CO RD 6 in Oacoma Twp. Mike Muldoon met with the Commission to discuss the possibility of closing a section line.  Board consensus was not to close the section line.
