Motion by Choal, seconded by Huffman to hold Commission meetings April 8 and April 22 to coincide with Board of Equalization.  All voting aye.
HIGHWAY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Tim Long informed the Commission that Atteberry’s will start crushing the last week of March and that Oldenkamp’s gravel pile has been depleted.  Discussion was held about applying mag water to CO RD 22 bypass gravel road west of Presho, the Oacoma Hill and CO RD 19 south of Kennebec this year. Supt. Long will discuss the price per mile with the Z&S Dust Control representative and bids will be received in April.  Supt. Long reported two more signs have been run over and a yield sign has been stolen since the last Commission meeting. Other discussions were on access roads, bridges and culverts to be replaced.

US GEOLOGICAL SURVEY REQUEST TO OCCUPY RIGHT OF WAYS: 
Motion by Perry, seconded by Choal to approve a request to occupy county right of way at the following locations:  Medicine Creek Lat. 44°00’59.42”, Long. 99°44’41.37” referenced to North American Datum of 1929, in NW¼ SW¼ NW¼ sec. 5, T.106 N., R.74 W., Lyman County, SD. Cedar Creek Lat. 44°08’25.91”, Long. 100°05’4.79” referenced to North American Datum of 1929, SW¼ NW¼ SW¼ sec. 21, T. 108 N., R 77 W., Lyman County, SD.   All voting aye.  The US Geological Survey is working in cooperation with the Lower Brule Sioux Tribe to monitor stream flow data at the two locations and small steal shelters will be installed to house monitoring equipment.

REVIEWED CORRESPONDENCE

RAILS TO THE FUTURE:
Steve Halverson, representing Rails to the Future, provided facts about the economic influence the railroad rehabilitation east of Chamberlain has had and the significantly positive effect rehabilitation west of Chamberlain could provide to the economy of South Central South Dakota (Gregory, Jones, Lyman, Mellette, Tripp and Todd counties).  The SD Legislature approved $7.2 million for bridge repairs over the Missouri River at Chamberlain and to repair the railroad line west into Lyman County.  SD DOT will apply for a Transportation Investment Generating Economic Recovery (TIGER) grant for the 42 miles of rail line from Chamberlain to Presho.  Rails to the Future is requesting funds from individuals and local governments to provide matching money for the grant application.  Motion by Perry, seconded by Choal to donate $1,000.00 at this time.  All voting aye.  Further County commitment will be discussed at the April 8th meeting.
