AUDITOR’S ACCOUNT & REGISTER OF DEEDS FEES:

Motion by Halverson, seconded Ehlers to approve the Auditor’s Account with the County Treasurer and the Register of Deeds fee report for March 2015. All voting aye.

COUNTY HEALTH NURSE UPDATE:
Jody Smith met with the Commissioners and discussed current programs including WIC, Cribs for Tots, and Childhood Immunizations as well as the current flu season and Ebola. WIC numbers are down in both Kennebec and Lower Brule. The State has changed funding for immunizations and the Nurses Office will no longer be able to administer vaccines unless a child is VFC eligible. Parents can contact the Nurses office with any questions regarding new procedures for immunizations.

Motion by Ehlers, seconded by Halverson to approve a $359.97 budget supplement to the Sheriff’s budget from an insurance claim. All voting aye.
A RESOLUTION TO PROVIDE A TEMPORARY BURNING BAN FOR LYMAN COUNTY

WHEREAS, Lyman County is experiencing very dry conditions due to lack of snow cover last winter and moisture from rain this spring and summer; and 

WHEREAS, the Lyman County Commission has consulted with local fire officials and law enforcement officials in regard to the severity of this issue; and

WHEREAS, for purposes of this Resolution, “open burning” shall be defined as any outdoor fire including but not limited to campfires, warming fires, charcoal grill fires, or the prescribed burning of fence rows, fields, wild lands, trash and debris.  This resolution excludes fires contained within liquid-fueled or gas-fueled stoves, fireplaces within all buildings, charcoal grill fires at private residences, and permanent fire pits or fire grates located on supervised developed picnic grounds and campground; and

WHEREAS, conditions of extreme fire hazard now exist in Lyman County;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Lyman County Commission enact this resolution on an emergency basis and impose a ban to prohibit or restrict open burning and that the use of all fireworks, except for fire department approved private or public displays complete with fire suppression standby services, be prohibited in order to protect the public health and safety pursuant to South Dakota Codified Law 7-8-20.18;

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the ban will be in place until fire conditions improve; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a fine not to exceed two hundred dollars for each violation, or by imprisonment for a period of not to exceed thirty days for each violation, or by both the fine and imprisonment, if found in violation of this Resolution, as per South Dakota Codified Law 7-18A-2, and that the costs for suppressing any fire, including response fees, mutual aid assistance from other agencies or fire departments, reimbursement to governments for suppression efforts and compensation to the firefighters for time lost from their employment, be borne directly by the individual or individuals responsible for setting the fire.

Motion by Ehlers, seconded by Halverson to adjourn as the Board of County Commissioners and convene as the Lyman County Board of Equalization. All voting aye. The Board signed their member oaths. Director of Equalization James E. Sundall advised the Board that he received 2 assessment appeals, 0 elderly freeze applications, 5 disabled veterans and/or widow exemptions and 9 renewable energy resource credits have been filed. 
9:30 a.m. Appeal #1) Adam Schindler, Parcel #7293, SW4SE4 N of RR in SEC 21-105-73 Outlot, Reliance, is requesting a $26,365.00 reduction in assessment as he does not agree with a 225% increase over the previous year and does not feel his property is worth that. The Reliance Board of Equalization agrees with Schindler’s assessment and think it should be lowered by the same amount. Director Sundall recommended no change in assessment as that valuation is not in line with similar property that has sold on the open market in the area. Schindler requested reclassification to Ag instead of Non-Ag due to his qualification. Director Sundall agreed that Schindler met the qualifications for Ag status. Motion by Ehlers, seconded by Halverson to change Parcel #7293 to Agricultural and reassess accordingly. 
APPEAL #2) No one in attendance to make appeal, no discussion held at this time. Mr. Schindler and Director Sundall left the meeting.

CHAIRMAN CHOAL ADJOURNED THE BOARD OF EQUALIZATION AND RECONVENED THE COUNTY COMMISSION.
WHEEL TAX:

Treasurer Carol Sundall met with the Commissioners to discuss the portion of SB1 regarding changes that can be made to the County Wheel Tax. The law states Counties can charge up to $5.00 per wheel up to 12 wheels per vehicle. Lyman County currently charges $4.00 per wheel up to 4 wheels per vehicle. No change will be made to the current wheel tax at this time.
