9:15 a.m.  ADJOURN AS COUNTY COMMISSION AND CONVENE AS EQUALIZATION BOARD:

Motion by Huffman, seconded by Perry to adjourn as the Board of County Commissioners and convene as the Lyman County Board of Equalization.  All voting aye.  The Board signed their member oaths.  Director of Equalization James E. Sundall advised the Board that he received 1 assessment appeal, 1 elderly freeze application which did not qualify, 5 disabled veterans and/or widow exemptions and 12 renewable energy resource credits have been filed. 
9:30 a.m. Appeal #1)  Mark Kenzy, Record #18, NE¼ of 20-101-72, Iona Township, is requesting a $42,830.00 reduction in assessment as he feels the crop ground acreage is incorrect as some is not farmable.  The Iona Township Board of Equalization and Director Sundall recommend no change in assessment.  Mark Kenzy requested reclassification to pasture instead of farmland because of washes, gullies and alkali.  Director Sundall explained that the County uses highest and best use based on productivity and soil survey provided by SDSU, not actual land usage although soil types have crop and non-crop ratings based on productivity. Director Sundall suggests contacting the legislature to get land usage back, which he considers to be a better way of assessment.  Mr. Kenzy and Director Sundall left the meeting.

CHAIRMAN HALVERSON ADJOURNED THE BOARD OF EQUALIZATION AND CONVENED THE COUNTY COMMISSION.
AUDITOR’S ACCOUNT & REGISTER OF DEEDS FEES:

Motion by Perry, seconded Huffman to approve the Auditor’s Account with the County Treasurer and the Register of Deeds fee report for March 2014.  All voting aye.

AUDITOR’S ACCOUNT: Cash on hand: $693.74; Checks in Treasurer’s possession less than 3 days old: $17,705.59; BankWest Checking: $43,335.34; Dakota Prairie Checking: $25,484.65; BankWest Savings: $1,818,249.04; Dakota Prairie CD’s: $625,339.05; 1st Dakota Bank CD’s: $107,007.96 for a total of $2,637,815.37.  Of this amount the following entities received: State of SD: $43,501.73; School Districts: $155,903.03; Cities & Towns: $10,889.03; Townships: $1,495.31; WR/LJ Water District: $1,656.63; Vivian San. District: $281.41; Lyman County Ambulance District: $6,825.32 for a total of $220,552.46.  

REGISTER OF DEEDS FEES: $3,021.00 less $92.00 sent to SDACO for the Reg. of Deeds Modernization & Preservation Fund.  

GENERAL FUND SURPLUS CASH:

Motion by Huffman, seconded by Perry, to approve the analysis of the General Fund Surplus Cash as per SDCL 7-21-18.1.  All voting aye.  As of March 31, 2014, Lyman County recorded $1,478,263.62 General Fund Cash Balance which calculates to 31.24% surplus cash. A copy of the analysis was submitted to the SD Dept. of Legislative Audit.  

TOWNSHIP BONDS:
Motion by Choal, seconded by Perry to approve the following township bonds.  All voting aye.  Bailey Township Treasurer/Clerk Sonia Schelske; Vivian Township Clerk James Smith; Vivian Township Treasurer Yvonne Huffman.

HOSPITAL REQUEST FOR PAYMENT:

Motion by Huffman, seconded by Choal to deny application for poor relief assistance #14-004 per SDCL 28-13-33 & 28-13-33.2  and the hospital request for payment. All voting aye.

HIGHWAY/WEED DEPT:
Supt. Long reviewed the 2013 annual report with the Commission.  The report is on file in the Auditor’s Office. The following fuel quotes were received for the 2nd quarter of 2014: Farmers Union Oil Co. #2 Diesel $3.17, Unleaded Gasoline $3.14; Burke Oil Co. #2 Diesel $3.49, Unleaded Gasoline –STLF- $3.495 & E-10 $3.225; Hieb Oil Co. #2 Diesel $3.35, Unleaded Gasoline $3.29.  Motion by Perry, seconded by Choal to accept the low quote of Farmers Union Oil Co.  All voting aye. Motion by Huffman, seconded by Choal to approve the 2014 STP/DOT Exchange Program Agreement as this allows the county more flexibility for expenditure of $186,618.84 allocated federal funds.  All voting aye.   The Agreement is on file in the Auditor’s Office. Supt. Long reviewed the bridge sufficiency reports with 12 bridges assigned for replacement and the repairs to be completed on the Vivian Bridge.   Discussion was held on the extensive culvert replacements required.  This week the highway department has replaced 5 culverts and plan to do 2 more.  There are 5,000 culverts in the County and more than 10% need to be replaced as they are a liability for the County.  There are 3 sections of road (3.5 miles) where mag water will be applied, weather permitting, before the end of May (CO RD 22 bypass west of Presho, Oacoma hill and CO RD 19 south of Kennebec).  Supt. Long provided a map of just the dirt roads within the County where a sod mulcher could be utilized to pull the shoulders and restore the crown.  Captial Industries would like to provide a demonstration with the possibility of the County renting the mulcher.  Discussion was held concerning the new EPA regulations which would be very costly for the County.  Motion by Perry, seconded by Ehlers to surplus and destroy (unfixable) the HP Color Laser Jet CP3505x printer SN 1E0B0A17DE in the Highway Office.  All voting aye.
RAILS TO THE FUTURE:
The Commission discussed the opportunity to provide economic development in the County by pledging funds to Rails to the Future for rehabilitation of the rail line from Chamberlain west.  The State secured $7.2 million, the SD Rail Board offered a $3.5 million grant and a $3.5 million interest free loan.  The SD DOT will use this $14.2 million as match money in a Tiger Grant application.  The match money will only be used if a Tiger Grant is awarded for the project.  If a $40 million grain handling facility is built in Lyman County, estimated real estate taxes would more than provide the County compensation of pledged funds. Motion by Perry, seconded by Huffman to provide a letter of support and pledge 25% annually of real estate taxes paid by the grain handling facility, not to exceed $10 thousand per year until fully paid ($100 thousand). All voting aye. 
JOINT POWERS AGREEMENT:
Motion by Perry, seconded by Huffman to approve a Joint Powers Agreement with the SD Game, Fish & Parks, Lyman County and Lyman County Sheriff’s Office for the use of a boat, motor, trailer and related equipment until December 31, 2019.  All voting aye.

GOOD FRIDAY:

Chairman Halverson declared Good Friday afternoon as administrative leave for all county employees.

Motion by Perry, seconded by Huffman to adjourn until Tuesday, April 22, 2014 @ 9:00 a.m.  All voting aye.
