AUDITOR’S ACCOUNT & CLERK OF COURTS FEES:

Motion by Huffman, seconded Choal to approve the Auditor’s Account with the County Treasurer and the Clerk of Courts fee report for April 2014.  All voting aye.

AUDITOR’S ACCOUNT: Cash on hand: $1,416.83; Checks in Treasurer’s possession less than 3 days old: $316,837.66; BankWest Checking: $48,640.99; Dakota Prairie Checking: $25,487.90; BankWest Savings: $2,976,374.54; Dakota Prairie CD’s: $625,861.51; 1st Dakota Bank CD’s: $107,436.42 for a total of $4,102,055.85. Chairman Halverson declared the board out of executive session at 8:55 a.m. 
MEDICAL ASSISTANCE APPLICATION:

Motion by Choal, seconded Huffman to deny medical assistance applicant #14-006 per SDCL 28-13-27(6)(d), 28-13-33-2 and other. All voting aye.

9:00 a.m. HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Tim Long and J.C. Palmer, 24748 339th Ave, Oacoma, were present to discuss 339th Ave maintenance.  J.C. Palmer presented a petition signed by twelve residents & business owners along 339th Ave. seeking relief from the tremendous amount of dust produced by speeding vehicles in front of their homes and establishments.  They also requested lowering of the speed limit and placing more speed limit signs.  Supt. Long explained the plans that were already in place to apply mag water to this section of 339th Ave., weather permitting and time allowing this will be accomplished in the next week.  Discussion was held about the 35 MPH speed limit and enforcement of such.  Mr. Palmer thanked the Commission for their consideration on the subject and left the meeting.  No decision was made at this time but will be considered at the next meeting.
Tonya Ness met with the Commission concerning the replacement/repair of the Medicine Creek Bridge – BRO8043(8), PCN 6583.  The Medicine Creek Bridge was swapped in 2008 for the Chester Bridge north and west of Presho.  The County requested the bridge be rescheduled for 2014. The state sent a resolution to the Commission for deletion of the bridge which the Commission did not approve.  In August 2013 the state moved the project from FY2014 to FY2025.  The Commission and Ness will investigate possible funding sources to complete the bridge replacement.  Mrs. Ness thanked the Commission and Hwy. Supt. for their consideration and left the meeting.
The Commission approved Supt. Long purchasing some gravel from Atteberry at the Burtz Pit.

10:20 a.m. Commissioner Adam Ehlers is present.
Supt. Long informed the Commission that mag water will be applied west of Presho May 22, weather permitting, and the cost of bridge inspections will double due to the new federal mandates. Commissioner Choal stressed the importance of all the culvert replacements being done after years of neglect, which takes a lot of the Hwy. Dept.’s time. The responsibility of maintaining I90 underpasses has been in question for many years. Is it the State’s responsibility or the County’s responsibility?  Many within the County are in need of major asphalt repair.  Supt. Long located the agreement signed by SD DOT and Lyman County September 1, 1998 which clearly defines that the State is responsible for asphalt maintenance. Supt. Long and DOT Regional Supervisor Doug Sherman have agreed the State will repair and maintain the underpasses stated within the agreement and the County will continue to perform snow removal.  
JUDGE KATHLEEN TRANDAHL:
Judge Trandahl asked the Commission to clarify who’s responsibility it is to clean courtroom and various court offices before scheduled court days. The Judge stressed the necessity of a safe environment, the appearance of the courtroom, snow removal, bathroom supplies, temperature in the courtroom and offices. The Commission will address the issues.  Judge Trandahl answered questions the Commission had concerning the increased costs in court appointed attorney fees, jail fees and SB70.
