DICK STANLEY:

Dick Stanley presented two printed proposals to the Commission which contained talking points.  The following is printed verbatim from his proposals. 1) Primary road north of Presho (305 Ave)  Overlay asphalt one mile north of Presho. That part of the road is relatively flat, so wouldn’t need a lot of asphalt.  The city would also like to keep it asphalt, but has a 1.5 million street project coming up, so is unable to cost share the project.
1. Price of asphalt in Mitchell is $58/ton, last time I checked Morris it was $85/ton.

2. Use county labor and equipment.

3. Truck asphalt with semi’s from Mitchell.

4. Borrow or rent a Barlow slip box to apply.

5. Have either Randy or Scotty blade it.

6. Borrow or rent a packer.

7. Schedule the project for May or early June.

Grind the remainder of the road from the bridge north.

2) Funding Commissioner’s health care.  All the candidates at the forum agreed that if it came to a vote, they would vote to stop funding health care for Commissioners.
Health insurance used to be a cheap perk, but not anymore.

Let’s not get stuck in a rut.  When the constitution was written, blacks and women didn’t have the right to vote.  Times change.

Paying for health care is too expensive and it’s not fair to those that don’t take it, or to the young and healthy.

It would be fair to stop funding your health care in exchange for a $2000 wage increase, would you vote for that?

Discussion followed each proposal with no decisions being made at this time.  Dick Stanley thanked the Commission for allowing him to present his proposals before leaving the meeting.  
USDA FOREST SERVICE:

District Ranger Dan Svingen and Fire Fighting Expert Ryan Cumbow met with the Commission to provide information on Fort Pierre National Grasslands grazing, fishing ponds, fence relocation, waterline project, prairie dogs, prescribed burns, Stony Butte Assessment and the SD fishing guide to the National Grasslands.

HIGHWAY/WEED DEPT:
Supt. Long presented a quote of $178,186.00 from TrueNorth Steel for a 24’ x 95’ steel bridge replacement (Yates Bridge).  Motion by Choal, seconded by Perry to accept the quote.  All voting aye.  Supt. Long also discussed 3 other bridges on the list.  
Motion by Ehlers, seconded by Perry to accept extended coverage on powertrain & hydraulics (24 months/1500 hours) for a 2009 CAT 140M AWD Motor Grader at $7,260.00.  All voting aye.  Supt. Long has received a request from Marty & Sarah Caslin for Slow Down Children Playing signage because of speeding traffic. Also, Leslie Reuer requested signage to indicate Dead End on the road by their house.  Both requests will be fulfilled.  Motion by Halverson, seconded by Ehlers to authorize Supt. Long to bid for the purchase of gravel at the Reuer Pit.  All voting aye.   
PAINT QUOTES:

Two quotes were received for painting the Courthouse interior.  1) PainterPlus - $24,700.00 (includes two murals in the courtroom) 2) Schuh Painting – $24,744.94.  Motion by Halverson, seconded by Choal to accept the quote from PainterPlus.  All voting aye. The County will provide the paint.

TIRE DISPOSAL:

Larry McManus will attend the next Commission meeting to explain the proposed tire disposal to help with control of the Zica Virus through the SD Dept. of Health.
Brian Kraus left the meeting.
