COMMISSIONER EHLERS PRESENT VIA TELECONFERENCE

Some discussion was held about amending the minutes of June 10, 2016.  Board consensus was that discussion will be held at a later date about the point system for BIG grant funds.
CLERK OF COURTS:

Motion by Perry, seconded by Choal to approve the Clerk of Courts fee report for May: $20,957.79 less $8,936.26 forwarded to Lyman School District and $39.49 to Chamberlain School District for fine money.   All voting aye. 
SURPLUS:
Motion by Halverson, seconded by Perry to surplus the old network server (in Auditor’s Office) for destruction; surplus salvaged oak trim and oak jury box chairs from the courtroom and offer for sale at a later date.  All voting aye.

4-H YOUTH ADVISOR:

Youth Advisor Misty Welter informed the Commission that she estimates the cost of travel for the National Convention to be about $800.00.  Motion by Halverson, seconded by Choal to approve the out of state travel request.  All voting aye.
HIGHWAY/WEED DEPT:

Motion by Choal, seconded by Perry to approve Golden West Telecommunication’s application for occupancy on the right of way located in 101-19-73.  All voting aye.  Supt. Tim Long reported on the miles graveled using Arnold Services and local contractors.  Opperman has crushed 70,000 ton at the DeJong Pit and could possibly crush another 8,000 by the end of the week when they move out. Two spray pickups dropped into rotted out culverts and a mower dropped into an unmarked culvert resulting in extensive repairs.  All culverts were to be marked by the Federal Signing program by August 31, 2011, but because they were not allowed to finish the project, the Highway Dept. is having to finish marking culverts.  Kennebec Telephone Co. will begin replacing the pipes at Kent Hamiel’s next week and pipe at Straka’s will be replaced after harvest.  Long also reported on the mowing and spraying progress. 
3rd quarter fuel quotes received:  1) Hieb Oil Co. - #2 Diesel $1.73 per gallon, Unleaded Gasoline - $2.00 per gallon; 2) Farmers Union Oil Co. - #2 Diesel $1.77 per gallon, Unleaded Gasoline $1.70 per gallon.  Motion by Perry, seconded by Halverson to accept the low quote of Farmers Union Oil Co.  All voting aye.
Discussion was held concerning the transfer of George Mickelson Shoreline Drive to Oacoma Town since completion of the EDA sewer repair grant from the flood of 2011.  The exchange will be dependent on whether the State will uphold the Memorandum of Understanding if Oacoma Town assumes the paved road.  The Auditor will contact Brian McGinnis from District III for assistance on the request for transfer.

Supt. Long informed the Commission that Syndi Ozanne’s last day of work was June 13, 2016.  Ozanne will be paid half a month’s salary plus vacation and sick leave earned.  The Hwy/Weed Dept. will be temporarily located in the Auditor’s Office.  Motion by Choal, seconded by Halverson to compensate Deputy Auditor Debra Halverson $631.67 per month for assuming the bookkeeping duties for the Hwy/Weed Dept. All voting aye.
