COMMISSIONER’S PROCEEDINGS

REGULAR SESSION

June 5, 2014
The Lyman County Commissioners met in regular session in the Conference Room in the Courthouse at Kennebec, South Dakota, June 5, 2014, at 8:30 a.m. with the following members present:  Chairman Kim Halverson, Leroy Choal, Ryan Huffman, Adam Ehlers and Auditor Pam Michalek. Absent: Steve Perry. 
CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Halverson called the meeting to order with the pledge to the flag.  
DEPT. OF LEGISLATIVE AUDIT:

Auditor in Charge Toby Qualm met with the Commission and presented a letter of engagement for the audit of 2012 & 2013.  Being in agreement, Chairman Halverson and Auditor Michalek signed the letter.

HIGHWAY/WEED DEPT:
Supt. Long provided the Commission with revised information pertaining to STIP (Statewide Transportation Improvement Program) Project BRO 8043(8), also known as Medicine Creek Bridge, which was swapped by DOT in 2013 without the Commission’s approval.  Pierce & Harris, the engineer firm selected by the County to perform bridge inspections, examined the Medicine Creek Bridge again to determine if there were temporary repairs that could be done until replacement in 2025.  Pierce & Harris determined there are no temporary repairs that would extend the life and suggested the bridge be placed on the Program for 2018.  Motion by Choal, seconded by Ehlers to swap 2018 Project BRO 8043 with 2025 Project BRO 8043(8). All voting aye.  The decision to swap these projects will be forwarded to DOT Local Engineer Noelle Clocksin.  Long informed the Commission that 3 miles of mag water has been applied.  He also discussed mowing and spraying weeds, grinding CO RD 22, chip sealing in Vivian, sheet piling the Vivian bridge and more culvert replacements.  Laverne Ehlers was present and asked the Commission and Supt. Long if they were in favor of crowning dirt roads.  All are very much in agreement and the Hwy. Dept. is trying to do the gravel roads first so the 400 miles of dirt roads will get done as time and weather allow.  Mr. Ehlers thanked the Commission and Supt. Long for their time and understanding before leaving the meeting.  The Commission and Supt. Long acknowledged the thank you received from J.C. Palmer.
PLANNING & DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT III:

District III Director Greg Henderson met with the Commission to review the 2013 Performance Report.  The County Wage & Benefit Survey, 2014 Comprehensive Economic Development Strategy and the Governor’s House Program were discussed.
