AMERICAN CREEK CONSERVATION DISTRICT:

Board members Adam Schindler, Steve Kubik and Steve Schelske met with the Commission to provide updates on the District’s finances.  Commission consensus is to budget $15,000.00 for funding of the Conservation District for 2017..

HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Tim Long requested Steve Kubik stay for informational purposes concerning the Morningside Twp. (Unorg) pipe replacement in process.  Discussion followed with Commission consensus to place a rock crossing in an unused dirt section line instead of pipe.  There are five pipes being replaced in Morningside Twp.  Kubik left the meeting. Other items of discussion: mobilization costs for asphalt grinding if we leave ¼ mile to the Presho rubble site, BIG grant Structures 43-040-127 (Chester) & 43-040-095 (Wells), federal surplus pickups. Motion by Halverson, seconded by Choal to authorize Supt. Long to advertise for a fulltime highway maintenance worker.  All voting aye.
