KENT HAMIEL:
Kent Hamiel met with the Commission to discuss the resolution to impose tax for County Highway & Bridge Reserve, the application of mag water on Oacoma hill and the possibility of applying mag water to Straka hill and Ft. Hale Bottom hill.   Supt. Long was present at this time and provided information on the funding lost by the county when the state eliminated the 90/10 & 80/20 programs.  July 2017 will be the last payment Lyman County will receive for STP funding and we currently have 12 deficient bridges that need attention.  The passage of Senate Bill 1 ultimately puts the replacement of lost funds in the county’s hand.
HWY/WEED DEPT CONTINUED:

Supt. Long discussed thistle spraying and contracted sprayers, equipment repairs, shop upgrades, mag water applied to 4.7 miles and Iona Twp. roads.  The 2012 JD mower basically broke in half so the Commission authorized Supt. Long to purchase a mower and hitch and repair the 2012 JD mower over the winter months.
