9:00 a.m. HIGHWAY/WEED DEPT:

A request for sand at the Kennebec arena and gravel on Lake Byre road was discussed.  Board consensus was not to approve the request without more information.  Supt. Long presented a quote of $17,900.00 (mobilization included) from Johnson Trucking to grind asphalt on CO RD 14 (1.8 miles) and Unorganized Moore Twp. (.2 miles).  Motion by Halverson, seconded by Perry to accept the quote.  All voting aye.  The pipe replacement in Unorganized Morningside Twp. was discussed.
9:30 a.m. SHERIFF’S VEHICLE BIDS:

Sheriff Manger was present for the bid opening.  One bid was received from Beck Motor Company:  2016 Chevrolet Tahoe $38,715.60 less trade allowance of $4,500.00 for 2009 Ford Crown Victoria and 2006 Dodge Durango for a total cost of $34,215.60.  Motion by Halverson, seconded by Huffman to accept the bid.  All voting aye.
Sheriff Manger also presented a letter of resignation for Deputy Chad Urban, effective August 13, 2015.  The Commission authorized Sheriff Manger to advertise for a deputy.  

Motion by Perry, seconded by Ehlers to appoint Lori A. Taylor as a deputy coroner in Lower Brule.  All voting aye.

Motion by Perry, seconded by Halverson to approve the 2015 Emergency Management SLA addendum.  All voting aye.

SPEEDING ON CO RD 27:

Angie Henriksen met with the Commission to discuss safety issues associated with speeding traffic through Vivian (CO RD 27).   The 20 MPH speed limit sign on the south end is missing and will be replaced, plus additional signage specific to children at play will be placed in the appropriate locations.
