PRE-HAZARD/DISASTER MITIGATION RESOLUTION
The primary role of government is to provide for the safety and well-being of the public in its management of emergencies. The goal is to provide for mitigation, preparedness, response, and recovery actions that ensure the way of government and way of life are restored and preserved.

The Lyman County Pre-Hazard Mitigation Plan is an integral preventive element of emergency management. The plan provides a comprehensive framework for disaster mitigation and identifies the risks and vulnerabilities of the county to multiple hazards while establishing goals and strategies to address these factors. 

The Lyman County Planning Council, representing the communities in the county, worked with the Lyman County Emergency Management Office in the planning process to provide an effective framework for the implementation of identified strategies.

The Lyman County Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan ensures consistency with current policy guidance and describes the interrelationship with other levels of government.   The plan will continue to evolve; reflecting lessons learned from actual experiences and ongoing planning.  The plan will be continually reviewed, maintained, and updated to reflect the changes in local and State statues and mitigation opportunities that are presented to the county.

Lyman County is confident that it will serve as a basis for improving coordination and strengthening relationships amongst all partners of the Federal, State, Local, and private organizations. 

Therefore, by the authority of the Lyman County Commission we do hereby order that the Lyman County Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan be put into effect and be promulgated to the appropriate entities as updated.
