HIGHWAY/WEED DEPT:

2014-2015 AUDIT:

DLA State Auditor Toby Qualm met with the Commission to review the findings of the audit.  Adjustments were made to the 2014 & 2015 Annual Reports to reflect expenditures not reported from the Highway Office in Road & Bridge Restricted (Secondary Road) expenditures.  Since there were no material deficiencies noted, motion by Choal, seconded by Perry to sign off on the 2014-2015 Audit report.  All voting aye.

HIGWHAY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Long requested executive session to discuss personnel per SDCL 1-25-2. (1). Motion by Halverson, seconded by Choal to enter into executive session at 10:05 a.m.  All voting aye.  At 10:15 a.m. Chairman Huffman declared the board out of executive session.  Motion by Choal, seconded by Perry to authorize Supt. Long to advertise for a fulltime highway maintenance worker.  All voting aye.  Motion by Perry, seconded by Halverson to hire Casey Hupp as a fulltime highway maintenance worker September 12, 2016 with full benefits and a starting salary of $2,630.00 per month for the 6 month probationary period.  All voting aye.
Other discussion included: chip sealing in Vivian and Todd Bolman’s road.
DISTRICT III:
Commissioner Perry reported on information he received pertaining to economic development options that could become reality using the Lyman County Site Analysis Study during the District III meeting he attended.  

Motion by Perry, seconded by Choal to approve the following resolution.  All voting aye.

Lyman County Resolution 
to Encourage the USDOT Under Secretary for Policy to
Expand South Dakota’s National Multimodal Freight Network

WHEREAS; The Under Secretary of Transportation for Policy (Under Secretary) is to establish a National Multimodal Freight Network (NMFN) to assist states and achieve freight policy goals; 

WHEREAS; the routes should meet at least one of the many conditions like: being a rural principal arterial; access energy areas, grain elevators; agricultural, mining, forestry, or intermodal facilities; access significant freight facilities; or be important to the economy and the efficient movement of freight as determined by the State;

WHEREAS; the national multimodal freight policy should strengthen the contribution of the National Multimodal Freight Network to the economic competitiveness of the United States, 

WHEREAS; the policy should increase productivity, particularly for domestic industries and businesses that create high-value jobs, improve the safety, security, efficiency, and resiliency of multimodal freight transportation;

WHEREAS; the policy should improve the economic efficiency and productivity of the National Multimodal Freight Network and improve the reliability of freight transportation;

WHEREAS; the policy should improve the short- and long-distance movement of goods that travel across rural areas between population centers; that travel between rural areas and population centers; and that travel from the Nation's ports, airports, and gateways to the National Multimodal Freight Network;

WHEREAS; the policy should improve the flexibility of States to support multi-State corridor planning and the creation of multi-State organizations to increase the ability of States to address multimodal freight connectivity and pursue these and other goals in a manner that is not burdensome to State and local governments; and
WHEREAS, Lyman County considers the Interim NMFN to be very important to connect cities, support rural areas, enhance agricultural expansion, provide for job creation, and enhance its economic future but currently too limited to accomplish those purposes:

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by Lyman County, that the county supports the efforts of the SDDOT to expand the Interim NMFN in South Dakota as proposed in its comments to the USDOT Under Secretary for Policy.

1ST READING OF FIRE HAZARDS ORDINANCE:
Motion by Choal, seconded by Halverson and passed by a unanimous vote that the following ordinance be introduced and given its first reading.  (September 6, 2016)

LYMAN COUNTY

ORDINANCE NO. 2016-1

AN ORDINANCE FOR THE REGULATION OF FIRE HAZARDS IN LYMAN COUNTY
BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Lyman County Commissioners that the following restrictions in regard to open burning be imposed.
Section 1. Lyman County Commission may impose a ban to prohibit or restrict open burning in order to protect the public health and safety pursuant to South Dakota Codified Law 7-8-20(18).

Section 2. Open burning defined. For purposes of this ordinance, open burning means the intentional burning of any substance, whether natural or manmade, or the intentional casting off of any burning substance, whether natural or manmade, except the burning of such substance in a container sufficient so as to prohibit the escape of any of the burning substance, or any sparks, flames or hot ashes from the container. The escape of any of such burning substance, or the escape of any sparks, flames or hot ashes from any such container shall be deemed prima facie evidence that the container was insufficient so as to meet the exception from the definition of an open burning set forth herein. The maintaining of a fire in any interior fireplace, stove or furnace is specifically excluded from the definition of an open burning as contemplated by this ordinance. Fireworks which produce sparks are specifically included in the definition of open burning.

Section 3.  In the interest of public health and safety no person shall conduct open burning outside any municipality in Lyman County when the National Weather Service has declared the South Dakota Grassland Fire Danger Index to be in the VERY HIGH or EXTREME category, or has issued a RED FLAG WARNING for any portion of Lyman County. The prohibition against open burning shall automatically be suspended during any period the South Dakota Grassland Fire Danger Index falls below the VERY HIGH category or the RED FLAG WARNING has been rescinded or cancelled by the National Weather Service.

Section 4. Other than when deemed necessary by fire officials for the preservation of life and/or property, exemptions may not be granted during the conditions identified in Section 3. 

Section 5. Notification to the Lyman County Sheriff’s Office or Winner Police Department (911 Dispatch) is required before a controlled burn; and also when the controlled burn is complete.

Section 6. Violations of this ordinance shall be subject to penalties pursuant to SDCL 7-18A-2; and an action of civil injunctive relief, pursuant to South Dakota Codified Law 21-8.

Section 7.  All ordinances or parts thereof in conflict herewith are hereby repealed.
Section 8.  This ordinance shall become effective immediately upon passage of second reading.
