AUDITOR’S ACCOUNT, ROD & CLERK OF COURTS FEE REPORTS:

Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Diehm to approve the following November and December reports.  All voting aye.
AUDITOR’S ACCOUNT: Cash on hand: $1,249.60; Checks in Treasurer’s possession less than 3 days old: $12,778.54; BankWest Checking: $26,618.82; BankWest Savings: $2,358,105.60; 1st Dakota Bank CD’s: $108,137.00; Dakota Prairie CD’s: $656,058.37 for a total of $3,162,947.93.  General Fund: $1,406,592.21; Special Revenue Funds: Road & Bridge Assigned: $1,124,370.08; Secondary Road Restricted: $160,975.36; Highway & Bridge Reserve Restricted: $221,883.22; 911 Fund: $3,984.73; Fire: $85,360.43; Emergency Management: $11,438.07; Domestic Abuse: $205.00; 24/7 Sobriety: $14,287.53; Register of Deeds M&P: $23,617.25; Trust & Agency Funds: $110,234.05. CLERK OF COURTS FEES (NOVEMBER 2016): $10,247.67 less $5,816.04 forwarded to Lyman School District and $25.70 to Chamberlain School District for fine money. 
BUILDING PERMIT:
Motion by Huffman, seconded by Diehm to approve a building permit for Ryan Husman to build a hangar at the Presho Airport.  All voting aye.
CACS:

Motion by Diehm, seconded by Huffman to deny a funding request from Capital Area Counseling Service.  All voting aye.

HEALTH INSURANCE:

Commissioner Diehm has opted to not take the $7,688.00 annual Commissioner’s salary.  Since the county paid health insurance benefit that he has chosen to take for himself and the self-paid addition of his spouse is connected to the County payroll process, Auditor Michalek explained the process to make it possible through the payroll software.  Commissioner Diehm will supply the County with a monthly check for his spouse’s insurance premium.
SURPLUS PROPERTY:

Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Diehm to surplus some of the Director of Equalization office furniture for destruction.  All voting aye.

HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt.Walt Nagel discussed the possibility of needing to advertise for highway department employees due to one deployment and one retirement in the near future.  Discussion was held on the price of the chemicals needed to spray the county roads, what chemicals to use, how much to spray, etc.  This will be further discussed at the next meeting.  The County received notification that the SD DOT approved the 5 Year Highway and Bridge Improvement Plan submitted.
GRANT OF ACCESS: OLDENKAMP AND GRAN:

Ben Oldenkamp and Kennebec Town Maintenance Superintendent Charlie Gran met with the Commission to discuss a Grant of Access to construct, install and place sanitary sewer lines, fittings, valves, grinder lift station, control panel, underground electrical wiring, wiring inside the business for a connection to existing electrical service and other equipment or materials in thereto and across the land owned by the County.  Kennebec Town’s engineer had originally placed a grinder lift station north of Oldenkamp’s house in the backyard.  Oldenkamp is requesting the County allow the town to hook his sewer line into the grinder lift station on the County land.  Gran supplied a map indicating where Oldenkamp’s would be hooked on with the County.  Motion by Huffman, seconded by Lengkeek to approve the Grant of Access and allow the change of Oldenkamp’s sewer line extension.  All voting aye.

HWY 53 ABANDONMENT:

States Attorney Steve Smith was on conference call with the Commission to discuss the abandonment of old SD Hwy 53 from the White River north to SD Hwy 53 as relocated.  Legal counsel for the SD DOT and the Commission would like the matter resolved.    SA Smith will respond indicating the County will not object to abandonment of the road and/or bridge and will not accept any responsibility or liability.

Motion by Huffman, seconded by Diehm to enter into executive session per SDCL 1-25-2 (4).  Sheriff Steve Manger was present.
