The Commission reviewed prices submitted by TrueNorth Steel for the Wells Bridge replacement.  Board consensus is to purchase the steel from TrueNorth ($67,669.00) this year with replacement in 2018.  Supt. Nagel informed the Commission that the Medicine Creek Bridge replacement is completed and he plans to replace 2 culverts on CO RD 27.
