ABATEMENTS:
Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Huffman to approve three abatements submitted by the Auditor for SD Wheat Growers ($63,879.29), T & T Enterprises LLC ($4,674.03) and Shear Illusions ($855.99) due to the discretionary tax formula not being applied to these properties.  All voting aye.
4-H YOUTH ADVISOR INTERVIEWS:

Commissioner Lengkeek volunteered to be the Lyman County Commissioner to participate in the interviews for the Brule/Lyman County 4-H Youth Adviser, March 1, 2017 @ 4:30 p.m. in the Brule County Commissioner Room.

HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt.Walt Nagel discussed weed chemicals that will be used and spray quotes to be received March 7, 2017 @ 9:30 a.m. 
Drew Reuman met with the board to discuss graveling 4 miles of 247th Street to Hwy 183.  Two miles would be Rose Township’s responsibility and the other two miles would be the County’s responsibility as it is in Unorganized Liberty Twp. The Board of Rose Twp. will need to decide if they wish to use their funds to gravel two miles before a decision will be made by the Commission.  Drew Reuman left the meeting.  
A motion was made and seconded at the February 7, 2017 meeting to purchase a John Deere tractor and mower from Diamond Mowers.  After further discussion with the vendors, Supt. Nagel would like to purchase the John Deere tractor from Grossenburg Implement (SD Piggyback of VA NASPO ValuePoint 16743 PG13) and the mower from Diamond Mowers (NJPA).  Motion by Huffman, seconded by Diehm to purchase the tractor from Grossenburg Implement and the mower from Diamond Mowers as long as the price remains consistent with the previous quotes.  All voting aye. The cost of the tractor is $63,648.11 and the cost of the mower is $32,502.49 less $7,000.00 for trade in of the 1998 6410 with twin rotary mowers.  Motion by Huffman, seconded by Diehm to surplus the 1998 6410 twin rotary mower.  All voting aye.  
Quotes from Hollaway Bridge and Culvert, Inc. to repair Bridges 43-277-335 (Garnos) and 43-088-110 (Nies) were discussed.  Motion by Halverson, seconded by Lengkeek to replace Bridge 43-088-110 (Nies) with a 30’ steel bridge.  All voting aye. 
Motion by Halverson, seconded by Lengkeek to advertise for a full time Highway Maintenance worker and a part time summer worker ($12.50 per hour).  All voting aye.

Insurance Agent Debbi Ihnen met with the Commission to review the Wellmark health insurance renewal and a quote from Sanford Simplicity.  Motion by Halverson, seconded by Huffman to accept the renewal from Wellmark. All voting aye.
