DIRECTOR OF EQUALIZATION:
DOE Joya Jelinek presented the Commission with her 2017 Office Objectives and introduced CAMA Specialist II Donnie Campbell from Vanguard Appraisals, Inc. who explained the Vanguard appraisal software and two options for purchase.  There are many counties in the state using the Vanguard software and highly recommend it as appraisal software.  Motion by Huffman, seconded by Diehm to purchase the Vanguard software at a total cost of $30,475.00, to be spread over 5 years.  All voting aye.  The options are on file in the Auditor’s Office.
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Walt Nagel and Interim Office Manager Deb Halverson met with the Commission to review the 2016 Highway Annual Report. A map showing the roads that were graveled in 2016 was provided and the plan is to update the map every year.  Deb Halverson left the meeting.  Board consensus is to spray the west half of the county for weeds this year and the east half next year due to the cost of chemicals.  Quotes for spraying will be accepted March 7, 2017.   The purchase of a tractor and mower were discussed with a motion by Huffman, seconded by Halverson to authorize Supt. Nagel to purchase a John Deere tractor with a rear mower from Diamond Mowers with the condition that the States Attorney can confirm NJPA as a legal SD vendor that complies with SD bid laws.  All voting aye.  More information will be provided at the next meeting.  Motion by Diehm, seconded by Halverson to surplus the old Chevy Ambulance and 1991 Mac truck to be placed on the Peterson Auction.  All voting aye.  Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Diehm to authorize the purchase of a gooseneck trailer at the total cost of $9,665.00 from Titian Trailer.  All voting aye.  Motion by Diehm, seconded Lengkeek to accept Beadle County’s 2017 bid from TrueNorth Steel.  All voting aye.  The bid is on file in the Auditor’s Office.
