Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Diehm to accept the dissolution of Rose Township effective April 27, 2017.  All voting aye.
4-H YOUTH ADVISOR:

Natalie Brandt, Lyman Brule 4-H Youth Advisor introduced herself to the Commission.  Her first day of work was April 25, 2017.
RURAL ATTORNEY RECRUITMENT PROGRAM:

Attorney Herb Sundall, UJS Representative Suzanne Starr, Staff Attorney Megan Borchert and Rural Attorney Recruit Amy Jo Janssen met with the Commission to discuss the Rural Attorney Recruitment Program.  Realizing that rural attorneys contribute in many ways to the county and the communities within the county, motion by Diehm, seconded by Halverson to enter into a contract of agreement at their next regular meeting.  All voting aye.  The first payment of $4,380.00 ($1,000.00 provided by Kennebec Town) will be due in 2018. UJS Representative Suzanne Starr will forward a new contract of agreement for approval May 23, 2017. 

DISTRICT III DIRECTOR:

Greg Henderson supplied the Commission with the 2016 Performance Report.  The report breaks down information on Grant Applications, Small Business Support, Governor’s House Program and 2016 Work Activities for Lyman County.  Assistance for the County Highway and Bridge Plan Update, Kennebec Sewer System Upgrade, Oacoma Governor’s House Unit Purchase and Rural Development Site Support is anticipated. The report is on file in the Auditor’s office.
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Walt Nagel met with the Commission.  Discussion pertained to: options for CO RD 22, pulled shoulders on 

CO RD 19 for 5 miles, magwater completed on CO RD 2, various culverts repaired and fencing to be completed at the Yates Bridge.
Motion by Halverson, seconded by Diehm to add rental rates for the skid steer at $65.00 per hour and the snow blower at $90.00 per hour.  All voting aye.  Discussion was held on building requested approaches for access to parcels of land.  Commission consensus is to permit building an approach (excluding private drives) on dry land at no charge, but if a pipe is required the landowner will be responsible for pipe expense.
