Supt. Walt Nagel met with the Commission and discussed various departmental subjects which included:  mowing, Ground Effects have satisfactorily finished weed spraying, Nies Bridge replacement, 5 year highway plan and mag water request.  Commission consensus is they will not apply anymore more mag water due to budget restraints and we will continue with the 5 year highway plan. Drew Diehm’s last day of employment was June 2, 2017, therefore motion by Halverson, seconded by Lengkeek to advertise for a full time highway maintenance worker.  All voting aye.

DAKOTA MILL & GRAIN:

Manager Dave Cole met with the Commission to share Dakota Mill & Grain’s plan for an elevator approximately 2 miles east of Presho.  Discussion was held about the increased traffic on public roads and bridges, the possibility of temporary road closure on 307th & 308th Avenues while loading trains and water and sewer for the project.  Manager Cole was directed to obtain a building permit from the county and submit it for approval.  The Commission voiced their support of the project.
