The Commission reviewed the 2018 Provisional Budget.  The Budget hearing will be August 22, 2017 at 9:30 a.m.
TRUST LAND IMPACT AID:

The Commission reviewed correspondence from Bennett County Commissioner Rolf Kraft concerning Trust Land Impact Aid.

ELECTION EQUIPMENT:

Lyman County has $31,154.71 in state held HAVA funds.  Auditor Michalek requested approval to use a portion of Lyman County’s state held HAVA funds to purchase 4 ExpressVote voting machines and a DS 200 counter for a total cost of $18,615.00.  The ExpressVote will replace the obsolete AutoMarks.  The County will only need to purchase 4 ExpressVotes as the Sec. of State is purchasing 3 for every county with state HAVA funds.  The DS 200 counter is necessary to tabulate the ExpressVote ballots.  Motion by Huffman, seconded by Diehm to authorize purchase of the equipment.  All voting aye.
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Walt Nagel and Leroy Ellis met with the Commission.  Ellis met to discuss the current work being performed on CORD 2 and maintenance.  Supt. Nagel will meet with Ellis during the next blading to ensure the middle of the road is being bladed.  After lunch Chairman Perry and Supt. Nagel will measure the surface of CORD 2 to assure it is 24’ wide.  Ellis thanked the Commission and Supt. Nagel for discussing the road before leaving the meeting.  Supt. Nagel advised the Commission of completion of the Nies Bridge replacement and looked at plans for the Medicine Creek Bridge replacement.  The 5 Year Highway Plan public hearing will be held August 22nd at 11:00 a.m. 

Motion by Halverson, seconded by Lengkeek to approve funding agreements with the SD DOT for BIG (Bridge Improvement Grant) BRO 8043(00)17-1, PCN 06GU and BRO 8043(00)17-2, PCN 06GV.  All voting aye.
Other discussion included: culvert replacements on Ft. Hale Bottom, graveling and weeds along the railroad.  Supt. Nagel requested executive session.
