The agreement will put any school races on the County Primary Election ballot in even numbered years. Combining elections will save tax dollars and encourage a better turnout for all entities. Agreement is on file in the Auditors office. All voting aye.
LAW ENFORCEMENT OVERTIME POLICY:

Motion by Huffman, seconded by Lengkeek to approve the following policy regarding Sheriff’s Deputies and SD Department of Highway Safety Grants. All voting aye.

The Commission will allow Law Enforcement Deputies to receive overtime for participation in the SD Dept. of Highway Safety Grants. Deputies will be allowed to calculate overtime that includes vacation, sick leave, and comp time hours. The 171 hours required to receive overtime is waived for the purpose of the grants. This policy is only in force for as long as we participate in the grant programs. Effective November 1, 2017.  
ABATEMENTS:
Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Halverson to approve abatements for mobile homes paid in 2017 for a total amount of $4,114.36. All voting aye.
DIRECTOR OF EQUALIZATION:
DOE Gran met with the Commission to discuss 2018 intentions, give an office update, and request software on second computer in the office. Board consensus is to put all necessary programs on all computers within the office.
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Walt Nagel met with the Commission and presented the 2017 Highway Annual Report. Discussion was also held on the gutters on the Kennebec shop, a used Walk-N-Roll available, and the designation of Puncturevine, Bull Thistle, Musk & Plumeless Thistle as noxious weeds in Lyman County.
