Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Diehm to call for gravel crushing bids at the Burtz Pit (surface gravel), 40,000 ton more or less, March 6th at 9:30 a.m.  All voting aye. Motion by Halverson, seconded by Lengkeek to surplus a printer (in office) for destruction, a broom, air compressor, Degelman hitch, and truck snow plow to be placed on Big Iron; used tires, dirt, plank, guard rail, iron, culverts for sale.  All voting aye.
Supt. Nagel informed the Commission that the yellow object signs throughout the county that have been vandalized or accidently destroyed are on warranty and will be replaced at no cost to the County.  Discussion was held concerning the purchase of a walk’n roll with no action taken.  Attending the Weed conference was also discussed.
