HWY/WEED DEPT:
Supt. Nagel, Ben Oldenkamp Bob Bak and States Attorney Smith were present.  In April Bob Bak was awarded the gravel crushing bid for the Burtz Pit.  Bak has completed the crushing but Supt. Nagel provided testing reports which prove the PI is not at the level of Lyman County specks.  After discussion and advice from State Attorney Smith, motion by Halverson, seconded by Reuer to provide a change of order for extension of time, July 1, 2019, to Bob Bak for completion of crushing gravel which will meet the County’s specks.  Roll call vote: Halverson – yes, Huffman – yes, Reuer – yes, Lengkeek – no, Perry – yes.  Motion carried.  SA Smith and Bob Bak left the meeting.
Ben Oldenkamp was present to advise the Commission of a safety issue on CO RD 17 where people have gone off the road, not knowing there is a curve.  Discussion was held about signs, which will be erected to advise of the curve.  Other discussion addressed a big washout, which led to possible placement of culverts.
Supt. Nagel discussed leasing or purchase of tractors for next year.  

A funding agreement for 2019 Preliminary Engineering Bridge Improvement Grant (BIG) was received for Structure Number 43-241-200 (Brakke Bridge), Project Number BRO 8043(00)19-1, PCN 0725, Grant Amount $35,300.00 (80%) from SD DOT Local Government Assistance.  Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Huffman to accept the agreement, authorizing Chairman Perry to sign.  All voting aye.  The agreement will be sent to Programming & Funding Engineer Noel J. Clocksin with all required documents signed and sealed.

11:50 a.m.  Chairman Perry declared the board out of executive session.

Motion by Reuer, seconded by Lengkeek to raise EMS Director Margo Mitchell’s salary to $21,000.00 annually, $1,750.00 monthly, effective November 1, 2018.  All voting aye.  Mitchell’s Sheriff’s Dispatcher/Office Manager salary will remain the same.
