HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Walt Nagel was present.  Todd Bolman met to discuss whether a road on Ft. Hale Bottom was private, public or BIA.  Bolman also wondered where he could purchase gravel for his private drive.  After discussion, it was decided that Supt. Nagel will contact States Attorney Smith for clarification on 340th Avenue.

Motion by Reuer, seconded by Halverson to accept Hieb Oil Co.’s fuel quote for the 1st quarter of 2019.  All voting aye.
Wade Izler and Chris Vaughn, sales representatives from John Deere and Jeffrey Kroll and Todd Allen, sales representatives from Butler were present to answer questions about recently submitted quotes for a new motor grader.  Jeffrey Kroll provided additional information about the CAT blade and then Wade Izler provided additional information about the John Deere blade.  After discussion, motion by Halverson, seconded by Huffman to purchase a 2019 772GP with Ripper (includes a trade in of $75,000.00 for the 2009 140M CAT and a guaranteed buy back of $133,800.00), from RDO (through SourceWell) at the total cost of $256,864.59.  Roll call vote: Halverson-yes, Huffman-yes, Reuer-yes, Lengkeek-no, Perry-yes.  Motion carried.  Motion by Reuer, seconded by Lengkeek to authorize Supt. Nagel to sign the purchase order agreement and guaranteed buyback terms.  All voting aye.
Discussion was held about the termination of BIG preliminary engineering agreements.
