Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Huffman to authorize advertisement for a Deputy Auditor with starting salary of $30,000.00 and full benefits, to begin January 21, 2019.  Roll call vote:  Lengkeek – yes, Reuer – yes, Huffman – yes, Halverson – no, Perry – no.  Motion carried.

NURSE’S TEMPORARY OFFICE MANAGER:
Motion by Huffman, seconded by Halverson to approve hiring Renae Wagner as temporary nurse office manager as of December 3, 2018, with salary to be $13.75 per hour with no benefits.  All voting aye.

306th AVE. & COUNTY ROAD 14 FUNDING:

Dougherty & Co. Public Finance Specialist Toby Morris and District III Economic Development Specialist Brian McGinnis appeared before the Commission to announce that Lyman County has been awarded a $600,000.00 Agri-Business Grant to allow for roadway shaping and grading, unclassified excavation, installation of 60” RCP culvert, geotextile separator and 8” of gravel on County Road 14. Supt. Walt Nagel was also present.  With the Commission’s consent, Morris and McGinnis will move forward with the next steps necessary for the success of the project.

CONSULTING AGREEMENT:

Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Halverson to enter into a consulting agreement with Tobin J. Morris, Sr. Vice President of Dougherty & Company LLC.  All voting aye.

HWY/WEED DEPT:

RDO Salesman Wade Izler presented proposals on 2 John Deere motor graders with a trade-in for the County’s 2009 CAT140M AWD motor grader.  Butler Salesman Jeff Kroll presented quotes for 3 CAT motor graders with a trade-in for the County’s 2009 CAT 140M AWD motor grader and the County’s 2012 CAT truck.  No decision was made at this time.  Supt. Nagel will collect more details and provide them to the Commission before the end of 2018.
Motion by Halverson, seconded by Huffman to accept the resignation of Jake Langenbau, effective December 7, 2018 and approve advertising for a Highway Maintenance Worker.  All voting aye.  Supt. Nagel will ask for fuel quotes to be due at the next meeting.
SPECTRUM:
Spectrum Pork owners David & Cody Meyer met with the Commission to request gravel on a mile of 241st St. in Reliance Twp. (Unorganized) to their swine operation.  They also provided information on the site selection, building Phases 1 & 2, estimated economics for the development and a time frame for the project.  Supt. Nagel, the Commission, Toby Morris and Brain McGinnis discussed the possibility of a TIF to fund the road construction with various questions being answered by David & Cody.  The Meyer’s left the meeting with the intention of contacting an engineer about the road.  Toby Morris, Brian McGinnis, David & Cody Meyer left the meeting.
DENTAL & VISION INSURANCE:

Several employees have requested dental and vision insurance be allowed through payroll deductions with the employee being responsible for the premiums.  Deputy Auditor Halverson received plan quotes from Delta Dental of SD and Avesis Vision Care.  The County has enough employees wishing to pay their premiums to qualify for a group rate, therefore,  motion by Halverson, seconded by Reuer to authorize payroll deduct premiums for the plans chosen by employees.  All voting aye.
