WORK COMP POLICY:
The Commission discussed our current Workman’s Compensation policy in the Employee handbook. Motion by Halverson, seconded by Diehm to have States Attorney Smith review and supply recommendations for our current handbook.  All voting aye.
VSO POST OFFICE BOX:

Motion by Huffman, seconded by Lengkeek to cancel the VSO’s post office box (the Auditor picks up VSO mail) and forward VSO mail to the Auditor’s post office box.  All voting aye.  

HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Walt Nagel presented a Resolution for the Bridge Re-inspection Program for use with SDDOT Retainer Contracts.  Motion by Halverson, seconded by Huffman to hire Clark Engineering for the inspection work.  All voting aye.  The gravel crushing bids for the Burtz Pit that were scheduled to be opened March 6, 2018 will be incorporated in the April bid letting.  Motion by Huffman, seconded by Lengkeek to schedule the annual bid letting April 10, 2018 at 9:30 a.m.  All voting aye.  The bids must be received in the Auditor’s Office by Friday, April 6, 2018 at 9:00 a.m.  The Highway Supt. and Auditor will open the bids Friday, April 6, 2018 at 10:00 a.m., presented to the Commissioner’s Tuesday, April 10, 2018 at 9:30 a.m.  Gravel crushing at the Burtz Pit and Weed Spraying (E½ of county) will be added to the bid list.

Discussion was held concerning the purchase of a water tanker, a new disc and a walkn’ roll .  Motion by Diehm, seconded by Huffman to purchase a walk’n roll.  Roll call vote was taken: Halverson, yes; Huffman, yes; Diehm, yes; Lengkeek, no; Perry, yes.  Motion carried.     

HEALTH INSURANCE RENEWAL:

Agent Debbi Ihnen presented the renewal choices via teleconference.  Motion by Halverson, seconded by Lengkeek to accept the BCBS Complete Blue 2800 ACA Plan Silver and increase the Employer self-funded portion (GAP) to $3,700.00 per employee/dependents due to the out-of-pocket maximum increase.  All voting aye. Renewal is effective April 1, 2018.
