Discussion followed concerning the gravel hauling bids.  States Attorney Smith advised the Commission to reject all of the .29¢ bids for hauling gravel due to the fact that it appears there was bidding collusion to prevent competitive bidding which is in violation of SDCL 5-18A-5 (7).  Motion by Halverson, seconded by Diehm to accept all of the Scraper & Dozer bids, Bridge Work, Crushed & Screened Gravel at Various Pits, the low bid of Flat Creek Construction for Gravel Hauling, Z&S Dust Control, Clay Binder, the low bid of Bob Bak Construction for the Burtz Pit Gravel Crushing, the low bid of Ground Effects for Weed Spraying the East Half of the County; and reject Hills Trucking, Husman’s, Oldenkmap Trucking, Kennebec Telephone Co, R&J Gravel for Gravel Hauling, Morris Inc. and Opperman Inc. for Burtz Pit Gravel Crushing and Mid Dakota Vegetation Management for spraying.  All voting aye. Auditor Michalek returned Opperman Inc.’s Cashier’s Check before Bak and Schlaht left the meeting.
Supt. Nagel provided the Commission with information concerning bridge cleaning, culvert replacement on CORD 26 and sign replacements.  Board consensus is to allow Supt. Nagel to purchase a water tanker if the price is $15,000.00 or less.

EQUALIZATION:

Motion by Diehm, seconded by Lengkeek to adjourn as the Board of County Commissioners and convene as the Lyman County Board of Equalization.  All voting aye.  The Board signed member oaths.

Director of Equalization Stacie Gran, Neil McNaughton and Jen McNaughton were present.  DOE Gran received three (3) Objections to Real Property Assessment and sent one (1) Notice of Intention to add Omitted Property.  Two of the objections were settled satisfactorily and DOE Gran received no opposition to the addition of omitted property.  The following appeal was addressed:  Appeal #1) Jed & Jennifer McNaughton, Lots 10-11-&12, Block 15, MLC’s 1st Addition to Presho City. The Local Board of Equalization (Presho City) reduced McNaughton’s property from $120,458.00 to $90,395.00.  Jen McNaughton presented her opinion of why the house was assessed too high.  DOE Gran’s recommendation to the County Board of Equalization is to assess the house at $101,997.00 and the land at $10,395.00 for a total of $112,395.00.  Gran’s recommendation was based on the comparison of three (2) comparable homes in Presho City and one (1) in Kennebec Town.  DOE Gran will meet with McNaughton’s to go through the house to see if there have been other changes not reported to the DOE.  A decision will be made at the next regular meeting, April 24, 2018.  McNaughton’s left the meeting.
Motion by Halverson, seconded by Diehm to approve the two (2) settled objections and the addition of omitted property.  All voting aye.  DOE Gran advised the Board of one (1) elderly & disabled assessment freezes, renewed five (5) applicants for the disabled veteran property tax exemption, three (3) applicants for renewable resource energy credits, six (6) properties are receiving discretionary formula and there were no new tax exempt applications.
Motion by Halverson, seconded by Huffman to adjourn as Board of Equalization and reconvene as Board of County Commissioners.  All voting aye.

11:00 a.m.  Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Huffman to enter into executive session per SDCL1-25-2 (1).  All voting aye.

11:15 a.m.  Chairman Perry declared the board out of executive session.

DOE FULL TIME DEPUTY:

Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Diehm to hire Janelyn Maquire as full time Deputy Director of Equalization with full benefits beginning May 1, 2018.  The starting salary will be $28,600.00, $2,383.33 per month, (EHW $13.75 hr.) less $60.00 per month for the six (6) month probationary period; and to offer Mary Lawrie a part time (as needed) DOE Clerk position @ $12.00 hr. with no benefits beginning May 1, 2018.  All voting aye.
