CLERK OF COURTS REPORT:

BUILDING PERMIT:
Motion by Huffman, seconded by Lengkeek to approve a building permit submitted by Jean Ann Brakke for a 60’x64’ machinery shed in Earling Twp., 25-105-76.  All voting aye.

HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Walt Nagel met with the Commission and advised them that engineers will be assessing the condition of CO RD 14 and a bridge to the new Dakota Mill & Grain load out facility.  Other items discussed were pulling shoulders and the purchase of a water tanker.  Ryan Husman and Matt Collins cancelled their appointment with the Commission.
4-H YOUTH ADVISOR:

4-H Youth Advisor Laura Alexander provided the Commission with information about 4-H shooting sports, archery and after school Clover Buds program.

COMMUNICATIONS TOWER:

Chelle Eischens from Performance Development Group requested approval of a building permit for a 300’ communications tower with guy wires and fence located in part of the E½ of 6-104-72.  The Commission had approved a previous permit dated May 22, 2006 for the same tower that was never built.  In 2010 the county adopted a tower ordinance that would place Performance Development Group in violation of the ordinance if they proceed with their current plans.  After discussion, the Commission will confer with States Attorney Smith about the requirements of the tower ordinance.  Motion by Halverson, seconded by Lengkeek to approve the building permit assuming Performance Development Group will be in compliance.  All voting aye.
EQUALIZATION:

Motion by Diehm, seconded by Huffman to adjourn as the Board of County Commissioners and convene as the Lyman County Board of Equalization.  All voting aye.  Appeal #1) Jed & Jennifer McNaughton, Lots 10, 11 & 12, Block 15, MLC 1st Addition to Presho City. Based on a physical inspection of the property April 11, 2018, DOE Gran recommended reducing the structure valuation from $110,073.00 to $84,658.00 which McNaughton’s are in agreement with. There was no objection to the land value, which will remain at $10,395.00.  Motion by Diehm, seconded by Huffman to approve the stipulation agreement.  All voting aye. 
There being no further equalization, motion by Halverson, seconded by Lengkeek to adjourn the Board of Equalization and reconvene as the Board of County Commissioners.  All voting aye.
