COMMISSIONER’S PROCEEDINGS

REGULAR SESSION

May 22, 2018
The Lyman County Commissioners met in regular session in the Conference Room in the Courthouse at Kennebec, South Dakota, May 22, 2018, at 8:30 a.m. with the following members present: Chairman Steve Perry, Kim Halverson, Ryan Huffman, Bill Lengkeek, Gary Diehm and Auditor Pam Michalek. 
CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Perry called the meeting to order with the pledge to the flag.

ADOPT AGENDA:

Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Huffman to adopt the agenda.  All voting aye.

SHERIFF MANGER:

Sheriff Steve Manger informed the Commission that the 2018 Dodge Ram 1500 Pickup has arrived and explained the various pieces of equipment that need to be installed.  Motion by Halverson, seconded by Lengkeek to surplus the 2011 Dodge Charger that was traded in for the new pickup.  All voting aye.  Motion by Huffman, seconded by Lengkeek to transfer the 2013 Dodge Pickup to the Highway Dept.  All voting aye.  Deputy Drew will be moving to Pierre as his wife has received a teaching position but will remain working until the County no longer needs his assistance. Commission consensus is to advertise the position for a deputy sheriff.
RESIGNATION:

States Attorney Smith presented a complaint (State of South Dakota ex rel, Steven R. Smith, Plaintiff vs. Gary Diehm, Defendant) that he will file in the Sixth Judicial Circuit Friday, May 25, 2018, after the Judge reviews it Thursday, May 24, 2018.  The complaint was prepared by States Attorney Smith after a petition signed by nineteen Lyman County residents and property tax payers was filed May 14, 2018, by Commissioner Kim Halverson.  SDCL 7-16-14 provides that it shall be the duty of the state’s attorney to begin and prosecute a civil action or actions on behalf of the county against the county commissioners, or any one or more of them, for malfeasance in office, misappropriation of public funds, or other misconduct whenever there is reasonable cause therefor and he shall be requested to do so by a written petition signed by fifteen resident taxpayers of the county.  The complaint states that Commissioner Gary Diehm had contact with a potential bidder(s) and suggested they all submit the same bid, which is an act of misconduct for which removal from office is appropriate.  After much discussion States Attorney Smith allowed Diehm until 5:00 p.m. Thursday, May 24, 2018 to tender his resignation or the complaint will be filed Friday, May 25, 2018.  SA Smith left the meeting.

CLERK OF COURTS REPORT:

Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Huffman to approve the Clerk of Courts fee report for April 2018, in the total amount of $4,156.17 less $3,219.48 forwarded to Lyman School District and $4.19 to Chamberlain School District for fine money.

BUILDING PERMIT:
Motion by Halverson, seconded by Huffman to approve a building permit submitted by Chris & Kristi Wilson for a 44’x72’ pole barn in 29-105-74 Rex Twp.  All voting aye.

CHANGE 1st MEETING OF JUNE:

The Commission will meet Thursday, June 7th due to the June 5th Primary Election.

TAX EXEMPT TRUST LAND ISSUE:

The Commission reviewed correspondence from Rolf Kraft, Bennett County Commissioner, requesting a committee within the SD County Commissioners Association to address the issue of tax exempt trust land.  The Commission directed Auditor Michalek to ascertain how much land has been taken off the county tax rolls and the estimated tax dollars lost.
MALT BEVERAGE LICENSE RENEWAL:

Motion by Huffman, seconded by Halverson to approve the license renewal application by CC&F Retail Inc. (Coffee Cup Fuel Stop #8 Vivian) for retail (on-off sale) malt beverage, Smith Outlots 4 & 5 in the NE¼ of 9-105-79.  All voting aye.

HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Walt Nagel met with the Commission and advised them that the bridge inspections had been completed and the report will be in shortly.  Discussion was held on the hourly wage to pay part time summer help.  Motion by Halverson, seconded by Lengkeek to table the discussion until later in the meeting.  All voting aye. 
Present to discuss the roads & bridges allowing access to the new Dakota Mill & Grain load out facility were: DMG representatives Bart Banks and Jerry Cope, District III Economic Development Specialist Brian McGinnis, Brosz Engineer Eric Prunty, Dougherty & Co. Toby Morris, Agtegra representatives Bob Flahe and Todd Longville, and States Attorney Smith.  Eric Prunty provided maps and spreadsheets with the estimated costs to rebuild 2½ miles of CO RD 14 and replace a bridge. Brian McGinnis asked DMG what, if any plans they had for roads to the facility.  Banks & Cope stated they thought the current road to the facility would be sufficient.  The County’s concern is the increased traffic and bridge ratings will force the County to rebuild the road and replace the bridge in the near future. At the last meeting funding options were discussed which included: agri-business grant (due by July 15), BIG application-not eligible for 2 years, a TIF district, State Infrastructure Bank (SIB) loan with 0% interest and TIF administrative fees. Brian McGinnis and Toby Morris explained that if we are going to establish a TIF district, we first need to set the base valuation of DMG facility, set the TIF boundaries by resolution, June 7th have estimated costs for a 24’ top gravel road with dust control from Brosz Engineering, and June 19th will be the hearing on the TIF.
TRANS CANADA:

Sr. Advisor, Rob Latimer, Security Advisor Don “DT” Greenwood and Land Representative Glen Taylor met with the Commission to discuss a haul route agreement.  Also present were Sheriff Manger, States Attorney Smith, Chamberlain Chief of Police Joe Hutmacher (representing Oacoma), DCI Assistant Director Scott Rechtenbaugh and Hwy. Supt. Nagel.  Anticipated construction timeline of the Keystone XL Pipeline is spring and summer of 2019 but ground surveys will be conducted in 2018.  A previous haul route agreement will require updates which are being negotiated with SA Smith, Supt. Nagel, the Commissioners and TransCanada.  A new agreement will be addressed at the meeting June 7th at 10:00 a.m.
HWY/WEED DEPT. CONTINUED:

Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Halverson to set Tim Long’s part time salary at $16.00 per hour.  All voting aye.

ADJOURNMENT:

Motion by Halverson, seconded by Lengkeek to adjourn until June 7, 2018 at 8:30 a.m.  All voting aye.
