HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Walt Nagel presented an agreement between the SD Weed & Pest Control Commission and Lyman County for the weed grant.  Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Diehm to approve and have Chairman Perry sign the agreement.  All voting aye.
Supt. Nagel also discussed road needs, weed spraying, equipment purchases and the STP payment to be received.  The Commission and Supt. Nagel reviewed an opinion from State Attorney Smith concerning a haul road agreement with Keystone XL Pipeline.  Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Huffman to surplus all used tires, bridge plank, iron, culverts, posts & signs and offer for sale to the public.  All voting aye.
CORD 14: Brosz Engineer Eric Prunty presented information about upgrades on 2½ miles of road and a bridge on CORD 14.  He explained the Agri-business grant that provides up to $600,000 with a 80/20 cost share which would be just for the road without any bridge included.  August 2019 would be the earliest we could apply for a Bridge Improvement Grant (BIG). District III Community Development Specialist Brian McGinnis was present to also discuss CORD 14.  The funding options McGinnis addressed were: 1) Agri-business grant. 2) BIG- not eligible for 2 years. 3) A TIF which Dakota Mill & Grain will need to initiate and waive the discretionary tax formula. 4) State Infrastructure Bank (SIB) loan at 0% interest 5) TIF administration fees.  A meeting with Dakota Mill & Grain will be held May 22nd to discuss their expectations of the County for accessibility to the site and drainage from the site to the County right of way and road.
CASH TRANSFER:

Motion by Halverson, seconded by Lengkeek to approve the budgeted operating cash transfer of $20,000.00 from the General Fund to the EMS fund.  All voting aye.
