WHEREAS, a hearing was held on June 19, 2018 as provided in such notice, and all interested parties were allowed a reasonable opportunity to be heard on the proposed creation of the Tax Increment District Number One; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE PLANNING COMMISSION OF THE COUNTY OF LYMAN, SOUTH DAKOTA:

That pursuant to SDCL § 11-9-4 and 11-9-13, the Lyman County Planning Commission hereby declares the necessity to form a tax incremental district in Lyman County. 

1. Authority and Declaration of Necessity.  The Planning Commission declares the necessity for the creation of Tax Increment District Number One, Lyman County (hereinafter sometimes referred to as the “District”), pursuant to SDCL Chapter 11-9, finds that the improvements of the area within the District are likely to enhance significantly the value of substantially all of the other real property in the District and is necessary for economic development within the County by the construction of a grain facility.

2. Findings.  The Planning Commission makes the following findings with regard to economic development:

a. More than 50% of the property in the District by area will stimulate and develop the general economic welfare and prosperity of the County;

b. Improvements to the District will significantly and substantially enhance the value of all property within the District;

c. The aggregate assessed value of the District plus the tax incremental base of all other existing Districts in the County does not exceed ten percent (10%) of the total assessed valuation in the County;

d. Development of the District will create job opportunities;

e. Development of the District for a grain facility will improve the basis by creating competition.
