Supt. Walt Nagel discussed the plan to replace Structure #43-088-120 (Nies Bridge) with three 48” pipe and Structure #43-040-095 (Wells Bridge) will be completed sometime in August. RESOLUTION OF LOCAL COMMITMENTPRIVATE 

WHEREAS, The Lyman County Commission has identified the need for improvements to 306th Avenue extending from SD Hwy 248 north to County Road 14 then east on County Road 14 to 308th Avenue for a total of approximately 12,800 feet; and 

WHEREAS, Lyman County is eligible for Agri Business Access Program funds; and

WHEREAS, Lyman County does not have adequate funding available to complete the project without assistance; 

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Lyman County Commission will seek assistance through the South Dakota Department of Transportation Agri Business Access Program in accordance with all program requirements; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Lyman County will be responsible for all engineering expenses associated with project, and a minimum of twenty percent (20%) of all construction costs; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Lyman County will be responsible for all maintenance and repairs to the route after the construction of this project;

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Steve Perry, Chairman of the Lyman County Commission be authorized to execute the Community Access Program application and all subsequent documents.
