COMMISSIONER’S PROCEEDINGS

REGULAR SESSION

July 10, 2018
The Lyman County Commissioners met in regular session in the Conference Room in the Courthouse at Kennebec, South Dakota, July 10, 2018, at 8:30 a.m. with the following members present:  Chairman Steve Perry, Kim Halverson, Ryan Huffman, Bill Lengkeek and Auditor Pam Michalek.  Also present was Leslie Reuer.
CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Perry called the meeting to order with the pledge to the flag.

ADOPT AGENDA:

Motion by Huffman, seconded by Lengkeek to adopt the agenda.  All voting aye.

APPOINT COMMISSIONER:

Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Halverson to appoint Leslie Reuer as County Commissioner to fulfill the 2½ year term created by the resignation of Gary Diehm.  All voting aye.  Reuer took her oath of office.

COUNTY ROAD 14:

Present were: District III Economic Development Specialist Brain McGinnis, Dakota Mill & Grain Representatives Bart Banks and Jerry Cope, Brosz Engineer Eric Prunty, Hwy/Weed Supt. Walt Nagel, Deputy Auditor Deb Halverson and Funding Specialist Toby Morris, via teleconference.  Toby Morris briefly explained a TIF (Tax Financing District) and then discussion followed as to whether the boundaries we established for a TIF to rebuild CO RD 14 and replace bridge structure #43-159-195 would provide adequate funds to repay a 10 year $1.5 million SIB (State Infrastructure Bank) loan at 0% interest.  There is currently an estimated shortfall in revenue to replace the structure and complete the road as planned. Toby Morris will work with Director of Equalization Stacie Gran to establish the valuation within the TIF boundaries, Eric Prunty will redesign the road plan, Brian McGinnis will submit application for the Agri-business grant of $600,000.00 and discussions of the SIB loan and TIF plan will continue.

McGinnis, Banks, Cope and Halverson left the meeting.

HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Nagel provided updates on a culvert replacement, mowing, blading, spraying and weight limit signs.
