ADD OMITTED PROPERTY:

Per SDCL 10-11-1, 10-11-2, 10-11-3 any omitted property to the assessment rolls of the county must be added by the Auditor. DOE Stacie Gran notified the Auditor that a piece of property had been omitted from the 2018 payable 2019 assessment rolls. The property owners were provided written notification to this effect and the Auditor has received no objection.  Motion by Halverson, seconded by Reuer to authorize Auditor Michalek to add the property to the 2018 assessment rolls and abstract.  All voting aye.  
BUILDING PERMIT:

Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Reuer to approve a building permit for Valerie Loe, 29302 SD Hwy 248, for a 30’ X 40’ cabin on the NW¼SW¼ of 2-105-79, Vivian Twp.  All voting aye.
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Hwy. Supt. Walt Nagel, Medicine Creek Golf Board Members Matt Collins, Casey Griffith and Carl Brakke met with the Commission to discuss the safety issue created by the blind hill on 308th Avenue.  Commission consensus is to erect NO Trucks – Local Traffic Only signs.  Hopefully this will reduce the accident risk on 308th Avenue.  Collins, Griffith and Brakke thanked the Commission and left the meeting.

Supt. Nagel reported to the Commission that Brian Olson from Hollway Bridge Construction said the Lagoon Bridge was okay for now but he doesn’t know how long it will last.  The Wells Bridge is completed and should be cheaper than we thought and possibly we could purchase more bridge materials with the cost savings.  The hearing to update our 5 Year Highway and Bridge Plan will be September 4, 2018.  Preliminary Engineering to replace structure #43-241-200 (Brakke Bridge), 0.9 miles west of Kennebec on 241st Street was discussed.  Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Huffman to approve a resolution authorizing submission of application to the BIG program for Brakke Bridge.  All voting aye.  Supt. Nagel will sell used bridge plank on BIG IRON auction site.
AMERICAN CREEK CONSERVATION DISTRICT:

ACCD Board Members Ryan Larson and Steve Schelske reported on the financial status of the ACCD.  Motion to appropriate $15,000.00 for the 2019 budget was made by Halverson, seconded by Reuer.  All voting aye.

PERFORMANCE DEVELOPMENT GROUP, LTD:

Chelle Eischens, representing Performance Development Group, Ltd. and States Attorney Steve Smith met to discuss a building permit for a 300’ communications tower located at 33212 S I90 Service Rd.  Chelle Eischens had previously met with the Commission on April, 24, 2018, where they approved the building permit with the stipulation that the tower be in compliance with the County Tower Ordinance.  Eischens is requesting a variance to the Tower Ordinance painting requirements.  After discussion, Eischens will have her legal counsel discuss the variance request with States Attorney Smith who will then supply the Commission with his recommendation.
Commission Chairman Perry had to leave the meeting so Vice Chairman Halverson carried out the duties of the Chairman.

2019 PROVISIONAL BUDGET:

Auditor Michalek reviewed the 2019 provisional budget with the Commission.

Motion by Reuer, seconded by Lengkeek to transfer $2000.00 from General Fund Undesignated Cash Balance to Domestic Abuse Designated Cash Balance.  All voting aye.
