COMMISSIONER’S PROCEEDINGS

REGULAR SESSION

August 21, 2018
The Lyman County Commissioners met in regular session in the Conference Room in the Courthouse at Kennebec, South Dakota, August 21, 2018, at 8:30 a.m. with the following members present: Chairman Steve Perry, Kim Halverson, Ryan Huffman, Leslie Reuer, Bill Lengkeek and Auditor Pam Michalek. 
CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Perry called the meeting to order with the pledge to the flag.

ADOPT AGENDA:

Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Halverson to adopt the agenda.  All voting aye.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:
8:35 a.m.  Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Halverson to enter into executive session per SDCL 1-25-2 (1).  All voting aye.

Auditor Michalek left the meeting.  Later in the executive session Randy Headley and Hwy. Supt. Nagel were present.

9:45 a.m. Chairman Perry declared the board out of executive session.

2019 PROVISIONAL BUDGET HEARING:

Discussion was held concerning Commissioner’s health insurance.  Motion by Huffman to increase Commissioner’s salary by $600.00 per year if they did not take the health insurance and reduce Commissioner’s salary by $600.00 per year if they took the 

health insurance benefit.  Motion failed due to lack of a second.  No changes were made to the Provisional Budget so final adoption of the 2019 budget will be held September 4, 2018 at 9:30 a.m.

DAKOTA MILL & GRAIN:

DMG Representatives Jerry Cope and Bart Black met with the Commission to discuss the scope of the project on CO RD 14 and bridge replacement.  Toby Morris and Brian McGinnis continue to work at securing funding for the project through a possible TIF, Agri-business grant and GOED grants.  Supt. Nagel was present for discussion on the condition of CO RD 14.  DMG proposed to assume interim maintenance consisting of blading and mag water application if the county would supply spot gravel until the funding sources and project are finalized.  Implementing a haul road agreement to release the county from any liability issues was discussed. Supt. Nagel will contact appropriate resources for more information.
HWY/WEED SUPT:

Supt. Nagel presented a resolution to delete structure 43-088-120 from the National Bridge Inventory because it has been replaced with culverts that no longer meet NBIS length requirements.  Motion by Halverson, seconded by Huffman to approve the resolution.  All voting aye.  The resolution is on file in the Auditor’s Office.  Supt. Nagel provided information on the 2009 Chevy pickup that was involved in a deer accident and other equipment issues.  Discussion was also held about disposal of the CAT truck and purchasing some used pickups. 
CHN GARNOS:

Mary Jo Garnos, RN/CHN/CLC, presented her quarterly report where she addressed the new E-WIC system, HPV, immunizations and the influenza clinic.  The report is on file in the Auditor’s office.
COMMUNICATION TOWER VARIANCE REQUEST:

A building permit was granted to Performance Development Group April 24, 2018, with the understanding that the company would be in compliance of the County’s Tower Ordinance.  Since that time, a variance request was received which states that the County’s Tower Ordinance, pertaining to painting requirements, violates FCC regulations.  States Attorney Smith advised the Commission that the Tower Ordinance does not violate FCC regulations but just adds to them. Correspondence from Performance Development Group’s attorney and SA Smith was reviewed.  SA Smith advised the Commission that it is their decision whether to grant the variance but the Tower Ordinance is not in violation of FCC regulations.  Therefore, motion by Halverson, seconded by Lengkeek to grant the paint variance to Performance Development Group for the 300’ communication tower.  All voting aye.  
HWY/WEED DEPT. CONTINUED:

Supt. Nagel requested that the Highway Dept. software be removed from the Auditor’s Office computer so only his office has access.  Since 2016 the Highway Office software has been on the Auditor’s Office computer because Deputy Auditor Halverson was doing the Highway Office records until Misti Ramser was hired May 2017 to perform those duties.  Auditor Michalek informed the Commission and Supt. Nagel that the software will be removed at the convenience of our software provider Connecting Point.
