Whereas, the Board of County Commissioners did prepare a Provisional Budget and cause same to be published by law, and

Whereas, due and legal notice has been given to the meeting of the Board of County Commissioners for the consideration of such Provisional Budget and all changes, eliminations and additions have been made thereto.

Now Therefore Be It Resolved, that such Provisional Budget as amended and all its purposes, schedules, appropriations, amounts, estimates and all matters therein set forth, SHALL BE  APPROVED AND ADOPTED AS THE ANNUAL BUDGET OF THE APPROPRIATION AND EXPENDITURES FOR LYMAN COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA and all its institutions and agencies for calendar year beginning January 1, 2019 and ending December 31, 2019 and the same is hereby approved and adopted by the Board of County Commissioners of Lyman County, South Dakota, this 4th  day of September, 2018. The Annual Budget so adopted is available for public inspection during normal business hours at the office of the County Auditor, Lyman County, South Dakota.  The accompanying taxes are levied by Lyman County for the year January 1, 2019 through December 31, 2019.

SHORELINE DRIVE ACCESS:
An individual asked for clarification as to which entity has authority to grant approach access to property along Shoreline Drive.  After research it has been decided that the County and Oacoma Town will work jointly to grant access.  Since Oacoma Town has the zoning regulations for this area, the project will need to go through their process first and after it is approved the County will grant access at their regular Commission meeting.  SD DOT has no authority to grant access.
HYW/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Nagel informed the Commission that Lyman County has been approved for a 2019 Preliminary Engineering Bridge Improvement Grant for Structure #43-241-200.  Discussion was held about the recent hail damage to vehicles and shops.  The 2013 Dodge pickup, recently transferred from the Sheriff’s Dept., had comprehensive coverage but will not be fixed and there was no reportable damage to the Presho Shop.  Supt. Nagel requested permission to purchase a walk n’roll from Lycox Enterprises Inc. because the price would be reduced by the freight cost of $900.00.  No motions were made to authorize the purchase.  Discussion was held about trading off the 2012 CAT truck to Butler, but no valuation has been determined at this time.  Hollaway Construction is waiting for confirmation from the County about replacement of the Chester bridge.  Bob Bak Construction has not starting crushing gravel yet at the Burtz Pit.  Nagel mentioned that they had been working on dirt roads and Lengkeek reminded him he will need to add the two dirt roads he graveled to the Highway System.  Discussion was held about surplusing an old blue trailer, but no motion was made.  The Commission requested an equipment replacement priority listing from the Supt. Nagel, who will provide that at the next meeting.
TREASURER SUNDALL:

Treasurer Carol Sundall requested two years of mobile home taxes for Lonnie & Candice Schultz be declared uncollectable.  The mobile home was moved to Rapid City without Sundall’s knowledge and per SD Dept. of Revenue there is no recourse to collect the delinquent taxes.  The $82.62 in Treasurer’s Trust will be applied to the 2016 payable 2017 taxes and apportioned to the taxing entities.  Motion by Halverson, seconded by Reuer to declare the remainder of 2016 (382.98) and all of 2017 ($508.86) taxes as uncollectable and abate them.  All voting aye.
HIGHWAY 5 YEAR PLAN UPDATE PUBLIC MEETING:

10:00 a.m.  Eric Ambroson, District III Community Development Specialist, County Commissioners, Auditor and Hwy. Supt. were present for the hearing.
