EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT:
Lyman County has been awarded a Pre-Disaster Mitigation Grant for an amount not to exceed $7,500 to update our current Pre-Disaster Mitigation Plan. Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Reuer to approve Chairman Huffman to sign the Grant Award Agreement. All voting aye.
ORDINANCE 2019-1:
Motion by Reuer, seconded by Reis and passed by unanimous vote that the Road Closure Ordinance be given its second reading. After Ordinance was fully and distinctly read, motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Reuer that said Ordinance be passed and adopted. Roll call vote: Lengkeek, aye; Reuer, aye; Reis, aye; Huffman, aye; Schelske, nay. Motion carried. Full text of Ordinance 2019-1 Emergency Declaration of Road Closures and Penalties for Violation Thereof is printed outside of minutes.

COUNTY HEALTH NURSE UPDATE:

Health Nurse Mary Jo Garnos was present to give a quarterly update. She discussed 2018 statewide WIC participation numbers, immunizations, and information on SIDS as October is SIDS Awareness Month. She has also done eye checks at the schools with hopes of expanding the service to local daycares as well. November 5th will be a Flu Clinic at the Kennebec Courthouse. Motion by Reuer, seconded by Lengkeek to cover the cost of the flu shot for all full time and part time county employees. All voting aye.
COUNTY ROAD 14 ROAD & BRIDGE UPDATE:
Highway Supt. Walt Nagel, Eric Prunty and Ron Gillen of Brosz Engineering were present. Prunty gave an update to the project that encompasses a bridge replacement and improvements to County Rd 14. Issues have come up regarding utilities that need to be moved and a higher cost associated with them than originally believed and how those costs will be paid. Other items that are still in progress is getting approval of plans from the FHA regarding the Presho Airport, the 404 permit from the US Army Corps of Engineers, and Right of Way Easements from adjacent landowners. Prunty & Gillen left the meeting.

SPECTRUM PORK:

David Meyer of Spectrum Pork met with the Commissioners to discuss progress on the hog confinement facility going up North of Reliance. The heavy truck traffic to bring in supplies along with recent weather has caused road issues on 327th Ave. Supt. Nagel will work to get some gravel to the road to get them through the winter. 241st St, which the commissioners agreed to build up after the facility was operational will most likely need to wait until Spring due to weather and financial constraints on the county at this time. Meyer left the meeting. Nagel will discuss the project with a few contractors to get an estimate and see if the project will need to go to sealed bids.
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Nagel discussed his desire to get out of the weed grant program due to the time required not being worthwhile based on the amount the grant is creating. Board consensus is to stick it out another year and see if any changes happen and then readdress the issue next year. Nagel also discussed the progress of FEMA reimbursement and the Riggs bridge replacement to a culvert, the potential River Rd project, and a culvert south of Vivian on a State Approach. Supt. Nagel left the meeting.
Commissioner Reis left the meeting.

COURTHOUSE OFFICES:

Laura Alexander, the State 4-H Coordinator, is happy to move to a smaller office on the 3rd floor of the courthouse. Motion by Reuer, seconded by Lengkeek to allow the Sheriff’s Office to expand into the two offices currently used by Extension on the 1st floor. All voting aye. 
COMMISSIONER CORRESPONDENCE:

Auditor Halverson presented information on the upcoming Randall Reservoir District Meeting to be held in Murdo on November 13, 2019, along with information regarding a courthouse security grant available and the next steps needed to continue with zoning for the county. The custodian will also be looking at purchasing a snow blower for the courthouse.
