SURPLUS EXTENSION OFFICE EQUIPMENT:

Motion by Lengkeek, second by Reuer to surplus office equipment from the Extension office and put items up for silent auction in January. All voting aye. Items will be listed in the paper before the sale. 
GIS PARCEL DATA 811:

Motion by Schelske, second by Reis to give 811 GIS Parcel Data from the Director of Equalization at no charge. All voting aye.
ROD TRACY BRAKKE:
ROD Tracy Brakke addressed the commissioners about moving current part-time Deputy Register of Deeds Julie Barnhill to a permanent part-time position with benefits. HR Director Houchin provided information on how situations like this have been handled in the past with part-time employees. Motion by Schelske, second by Reuer to move Barnhill to permanent part-time with a salary of $15,000 a year with full benefits starting January 1, 2020. All voting aye. Barnhill’s probationary status would be moved back to her date of hire as of May 5, 2019, and would have been completed by December 1, 2019. Brakke left the meeting.
POLICY UPDATES:

HR Director Houchin discussed whether to continue yearly evaluations of employees or to remove the policy. Motion by Reis, second by Schelske to remove the Evaluation policy from the policy books. Roll call vote: Schelske, aye; Reis, aye; Reuer, aye; Lengkeek, nay; Huffman, aye. Motion carried. Discussion was held on possibly changing courthouse hours. Motion by Schelske, second by Reis to change courthouse hours to 8:00 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. with alternating 30-minute lunches, keeping offices open during the noon hour. All voting aye. Houchin is continuing to work on updating the current employee handbook and intends to have it completed early next year.
OPEN BIDS – MOWER AND SNOW BLOWER:
Bids for the surplused courthouse mower and snow blower were opened at 10:15 a.m. as advertised. No bids were received for the mower. There were two bids received for the snow blower: Bill Lengkeek for $77 and Janelyn Maguire for $175. Motion by Reis, second by Schelske to accept Maguire’s bid of $175 for the snow blower and move the mower to the silent auction. All voting aye.
COUNTY ROAD 14 ROAD & BRIDGE UPDATE:
Highway Supt. Walt Nagel, Angela Ehlers, and Ron Gillen of Brosz Engineering were present. Gillen will work with Auditor Halverson on getting Utility Agreements for water, power, and internet. The City of Presho still has concerns about how the project will affect their airport and the possibility of the new bridge creating a dam effect that could cause flooding. Gillen has agreed to meet with the City of Presho to address any concerns. Finalizing of the Right of Way agreements and a Resolution to Let Bids should be completed January 7, 2020, at which time the project can move forward to bids. Gillen and Ehlers left the meeting.
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Nagel discussed extending Bob Bak Construction’s gravel crushing contract to next year to fulfill the remaining 20,000 tons of gravel left to crushed at the Burt’s Pit. Nagel is also still working with FEMA on the 1st and 2nd disasters and hopes the first will be completed soon. Discussion was also held on the current agreement the County holds with the Lower Brule Reservation regarding Tribal roads and County roads and the possibility of updating the agreement. Supt. Nagel left the meeting.
ADJOURNMENT:

Motion by Reis, second by Schelske to adjourn until a special year end meeting December 31, 2019, at 3:30 p.m. All voting aye. The next regular meeting will be January 7, 2020, at 9:00 a.m. 
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
