AUDITOR’S ACCOUNT & ROD FEE REPORTS:

Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Schelske to approve the following November 2019 reports. All voting aye.
AUDITOR’S ACCOUNT: Cash on hand: $1,140.66; Checks in Treasurer’s possession less than 3 days old: $23,905.63; BankWest Checking: $34,564.41; BankWest Savings: $2,852,799.44; 1st Dakota Bank CD’s: $212,715.26; Dakota Prairie CD’s: $663,783.11 for a total of $3,788,908.51. APPROVE PLAT:

Motion by Reis, seconded by Reuer to approve a plat of VCI Tract 1, a replat of Outlot B in the NW¼ & of Smith Outlot 1 in the NE¼ of 9-105-79 of the 5th P.M., Lyman County, SD. All voting aye.

NURSE CONTRACT:

Motion by Reuer, seconded by Schelske to approve the 2020 nurse contract between the SD Dept. of Health and Lyman County. All voting aye.

HWY/WEED DEPT:

Tanya Ness did not make the meeting. Supt. Nagel stated that the first disaster has been fully submitted to FEMA and the second from May is being worked on now. He also discussed allowing overtime for workers due to moving snow.  

COUNTY ROAD 14 RIGHT OF WAY:
Quint Garnos met with the commissioners to discuss the Right of Way purchase agreement that the county needs in order to widen the right of way for County Road 14. Discussion included new fencing that will be put up, and what sales in the county have been for the past 12 months to discuss a possible purchase price. The county needs to acquire the equivalent of approximately 9 acres of land among five landowners. Garnos will take the information and come back with a response to the County Auditor before the next meeting. Garnos left the meeting.
POLICY UPDATES:
Deputy Auditor/HR Director Kalli Houchin met with the commissioners to discuss some updates and changes that should be made for clarification on problematic policies. Policies discussed included employee evaluations, pre-employment drug testing, adverse weather closures, and courthouse office hours of operation. The commissioners will make decisions on these policies at the next regular meeting. Houchin left the meeting. 
2-WAY RADIO SYSTEM:
Curt Rees, Rees Communications, and Lyman School Superintendent Rob Davis were present to discuss the county radio equipment that is shared with the school district. The radio repeater and antenna are bad and need replacement. A quote from Rees Communications to remove existing equipment and replace it with a new antenna and repeater, along with updating the FCC license was presented for $9,416 with an arrangement that half will be paid by the county and half will be paid by the school district. Motion by Schelske, second by Reis to accept the quote and payment arrangement as discussed. All voting aye. Rees and Davis left the meeting.
RDO EQUIPMENT:

Wade Isler, RDO Equipment brought information regarding a 2013 Motor Grader that is coming up on its seven-year term with a guaranteed buyback at the end of the contract. The buyback is $150,000 if optioned before the end of March, 2020, and if not optioned the trade in value would go down significantly. Since there is a three-month delivery time on new motor graders, by signing the agreement now there would be no turn-around time between sending the old grader back to delivery of new machine. Motion by Reis, second by Reuer to sign the Retail Purchase Order for a 2020 John Deere 772G Motor Grader through a Sourcewell Bid with payment due upon delivery in 2020. Roll call vote: Huffman – aye, Lengkeek – nay, Reuer – aye, Reis – aye, Schelske – aye. Motion carried.
