Engineer Ron Gillen met with representatives from the City of Presho to discuss questions they still had regarding the City Airport and their Right of Way. That agreement will be addressed at their next meeting on January 6th. Dakota Mill & Grain also had a few concerns that are being addressed and their Right of Way agreement should be coming soon as well. Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Reis to approve Chairman Huffman signing the Right of Way agreements for Quinton Garnos, Jodi Sugrue and Howe Legacies at the negotiated rate of $3,000 per acre being acquired along with 7% ($210/acre) for any temporary easements.
