Hwy. Supt. Walt Nagel discussed a bill we received for Preliminary Engineering on the Wells Bridge that had been submitted to the BIG program.  The County fixed the bridge without help from the BIG program, so DOT is billing the County for the engineering.  Commission consensus is to not pay the bill but contact SA Smith to discuss possible correspondence on the matter.   Motion by Schelske, seconded by Reuer to authorize purchase of a walk’n roll at the cost of $28,995.00.  All voting aye.

Board consensus was to have insurance agent Debbi Ihnen research other Wellmark plans and United Health plans and present at the next regular meeting.  Risty Benefits will also be given the opportunity to present other plans at the next regular meeting.
