FORT PIERRE NATIONAL GRASSLANDS:

Dan Svingen, District Ranger, and Ryan Cumbow, Engine Captain for the Fort Pierre Ranger District, met with the Commission to outline current projects on the grasslands, including their plan for a prescribed burn of approximately 460 acres this spring in the Ditch Creek West-North Pasture in Lyman County. RESOLUTION APPROVING TAX INCRMENT PLAN FOR 

TAX INCREMENT DISTRICT ONE 

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission of Lyman County, South Dakota, received an application to create a Tax Incremental District and on June 19th, 2018, the Planning and Zoning Commission formally adopted the boundaries in the following location:

The real property to be located within the Tax Increment District is described as follows:

· Lot 1, Dakota Mill & Grain Addition in Outlots 136 & 137 & in the S½ of Sec. 11-105-77 Presho Twp. (Unorganized) Hoelscher

· Lot 2, Dakota Mill & Grain Addition in the N½ of the SE¼ and the N½ of the SW¼, all in Sec. 12-105-77 Presho Twp. (Unorganized) Q Garnos

· Lot 3, Dakota Mill & Grain Addition in Government Lot 3 and in the NE¼ of the SW¼, all in Sec. 7-105-76 Earling Twp. (Unorganized) C Garnos

· Lot 4, Dakota Mill & Grain Addition in N½ of the SE¼ of Sec. 7-105-76 Earling Twp. (Unorganized) Haak

· Lot 5, Dakota Mill & Grain Addition in the N½ of the SE¼ and the N½ of the SW¼, all in Sec. 11-105-77 Presho Twp. (Unorganized) RR

WHEREAS, a hearing was held on June 19th, 2018 as provided in such Notice, and all interested parties were allowed a reasonable opportunity to be heard on the proposed creation of the Tax Incremental District; 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Planning Commission of Lyman County South Dakota:



1. Authority and declaration of necessity. Pursuant to SDCL §§ 11-9-4 & 11-9-13, the Lyman County Planning Commission hereby declares the necessity to formally adopt Tax Increment Plan for Tax Increment District One.

2. Findings. The Planning Commission finds that there is statutory authority to refer said Plan to the Lyman County Commissioners, governing body, for their consideration and that all notice requirements have been met and all findings required by statute are hereby made.
3. Recommendation to Commission. The Lyman County Planning Commission hereby recommends to the Lyman County Commission that the Tax Incremental Plan, for the Tax Increment District Number One, Lyman County be adopted with the above boundaries and hereby submits this resolution as its recommendation to the County Commission.

RESOLUTION 2019 – 01

RESOLUTION PROVIDING FOR THE ADOPTION OF TAX INCREMENTAL DISTRICT NUMBER ONE PLAN, LYMAN COUNTY, SOUTH DAKOTA

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission of Lyman County, and the Lyman County Commission has recommended and adopted the creation of the District Boundaries for Tax Incremental District Number One, Lyman County, South Dakota, on June 19th, 2018; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission of Lyman County has recommended the adoption of the Tax Increment Plan for Tax Incremental District Number One, Lyman County, South Dakota, and has recommended its adoption on March 19th, 2019; and


WHEREAS, the County Commission of Lyman County, South Dakota (the “County”), has the powers, pursuant to SDCL 11-9-2, to create Tax Incremental District Number One, Lyman, South Dakota, and passed a resolution on June 19th, 2018, to create the boundaries and establish the base value;


NOW THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED:

1. Authority and Declaration of Necessity. The Lyman County Commission, South Dakota, declares the necessity for the adoption of Tax Incremental Plan Number One, Lyman County, South Dakota (hereinafter sometimes referred to as the “District”), pursuant to SDCL Chapter 11-9. Further, the County finds that the improvement of the area within the District is likely to enhance significantly the value of substantially of all the other real property in the District and is necessary for economic development within Lyman County by the construction and expansion of Dakota Mill and Grain.

2. Findings. The County Commission makes the following findings with regard to economic development:

a. More than 50% of the property in the District by area will stimulate and develop the general economic welfare and prosperity of the County;

b. Improvements to the District will significantly and substantially enhance the value of all property within the District;

c. Development of the District will enhance grain prices for farmers;

d. Development of the District will create a projected 12 -15 new FTE’s.

3. Findings of Maximum Percentage of Tax Incremental Districts. The aggregate assessed value of the taxable property in the District, plus all other tax incremental districts does not exceed ten (10%) percent of the total assessed valuation of the County.
4. Creation of District. Pursuant to SDCL Chapter 11-9, Tax Incremental District Number One, Lyman County, South Dakota, was created on the 19th day of June, 2018, to establish the base value. 
5. Designation of District Boundaries.  The District shall be located with the northern, southern, western, and eastern boundaries of the following described real property.

· Lot 1, Dakota Mill & Grain Addition in Outlots 136 & 137 & in the S½ of Sec. 11-105-77 Presho Twp. (Unorganized) Hoelscher

· Lot 2, Dakota Mill & Grain Addition in the N½ of the SE¼ and the N½ of the SW¼, all in Sec. 12-105-77 Presho Twp. (Unorganized) Q Garnos

· Lot 3, Dakota Mill & Grain Addition in Government Lot 3 and in the NE¼ of the SW¼, all in Sec. 7-105-76 Earling Twp. (Unorganized) C Garnos

· Lot 4, Dakota Mill & Grain Addition in N½ of the SE¼ of Sec. 7-105-76 Earling Twp. (Unorganized) Haak

· Lot 5, Dakota Mill & Grain Addition in the N½ of the SE¼ and the N½ of the SW¼, all in Sec. 11-105-77 Presho Twp. (Unorganized) RR

· Lot 6, Dakota Mill & Grain Addition in the N½ of the SE¼ and the N½ of the SW¼, all in Sec. 12-105-77 Presho Twp. (Unorganized) RR

· Lot 7, Dakota Mill & Grain Addition in the N½ of the SE¼ and the N½ of the SW¼, all in Sec. 7-105-76 Earling Twp. (Unorganized) RR 308th Avenue from SD Hwy 248 north to County Road 14 (approximately 0.7 mi.)

Creation of Tax Incremental Fund. There is hereby created, pursuant to SDCL 11-9-31, a Tax Incremental District Number One Fund, which shall be a segregated asset account. All tax increments collected pursuant to Tax Incremental District Number One shall be deposited into the Tax Incremental District Number One Fund. All funds in the Tax Incremental District Number One Fund shall be used solely for those purposes expressly stated and reasonably inferred in SDCL Chapter 11-9.

Adoption of Project Plan. The County does herby adopt the Tax Increment Plan for Tax Increment District Number One.

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT:

Morris also discussed possible Economic Development projects that are happening in other counties that could come into Lyman County in the future and wanted to know if the county is open to seeing more operations come in. The general board consensus is that we want to continue to see more economic development, provided that it is done in a well-planned manner. A discussion was also held on the possibility of creating Planning & Zoning for Lyman County.  
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Only one fuel quote was received for the second quarter. Motion by Reuer, seconded by Reis to accept Hieb Oil Co.’s fuel quote for the 2nd quarter of 2019. All voting aye. Supt. Walt Nagel presented two quotes for a Retriever with grader front mount. Motion by Reuer, seconded by Reis to accept the lower quote from LyCox Enterprises, Inc. for a Retriever with grader front mount – quick hitch – for $16,950.00. All voting aye. Other topics discussed included use of the snow blower, immediate gravel needs, and the current wet state of most roads. Supt. Nagel also discussed the difficulty in finding applicants to fill the current open positions within the department and the possibility of moving Misti Ramser to full-time in the highway department to also help on roads running parts, mowing ditches, etc. Further discussion will be held on that at a later date.

ROAD CLOSURES:

Commissioners Reis and Reuer inquired about the possibility of closing county roads when the state closes the interstate and other highways to deter the type of situations that led to many travelers unfamiliar to our area getting stranded during recent snowstorms. Those vehicles put more people in danger by calling out for rescues and blocking roads local ranchers needed to use for necessary purposes. Auditor Halverson will confer with the States Attorney to look into a potential ordinance and options.

CASH TRANSFER:

Motion by Reis, seconded by Lengkeek to approve the budgeted operating cash transfer of $60,000.00 from the General Fund with $30,000.00 going to the EMS fund and $30,000.00 going to the 911 fund. All voting aye.
