BUILDING PERMIT:

Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Reis to approve the following building permit: Marvin Christensen to build a lean-to in 5-101-72 on 264th St, Iona. All voting aye.

4-H ASSISTANT:
Motion by Reis, seconded by Reuer to approve hiring Calah Covey as the 4-H Summer Assistant at a rate of $12.00/hour up to the budgeted amount of $5,000.00. All voting aye.
MEDICAL REIMBURSEMENT GAP POLICY:

Discussion was held on the current GAP Policy for employees and dependents on the counties health insurance policy. Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Reuer to increase the deductible of the Employer self-funded portion (GAP) from $500 to $750 per employee/dependent. All voting aye. The total reimbursement of $3,700 plus $200 for all ER deductibles will remain the same. 
UNCLAIMED COUNTY CHECKS POLICY:

Motion by Reuer, seconded by Reis to publish names of people holding unclaimed checks from the county and allow for the cancellation of checks not claimed after two years pursuant to SDCL 7-22-17. All voting aye.
MISSOURI VALLEY CRISIS CENTER:

April LeBeau, Executive Director of Missouri Valley Crisis Center in Chamberlain, met with the commissioners to discuss the current state of the program and request funding to help support their cause, as they serve a wide client base including individuals from Lyman County. The commissioners will discuss allocation at the next meeting. If anyone is in need of help from a domestic violence situation, they can call the Crisis Line at 605-234-5155.
EQUALIZATION:

Motion by Reis, seconded by Schelske to adjourn as the Board of County Commissioners and convene as the Lyman County Board of Equalization. All voting aye. Bill Lengkeek signed his oath.

Appeal #1) Robert Johnson, Lots 11 & 12 Block 7, Original Town of Reliance. The Local Board of Equalization (Reliance Town) reduced Johnson’s property from $205,970 to $180,000. Based on physical inspection of the property on March 29, 2019, DOE Gran recommended reducing the structure valuation from $201,449 to $178,603 and keeping the land valuation at $4,521. Johnson is in agreement with such valuation. Appeal #2) Robert Johnson, West 146’ of Lots 2 thru 6 Block 28, MLC’s 3rd Addition to Reliance Town. The Local Board of Equalization (Reliance Town) reduced Johnson’s property from $111,548 to $79,000. Based on physical inspection of the property on March 29, 2019, DOE Gran recommended reducing the structure valuation from $103,958 to $78,905 and keeping the land valuation at $7,590. Johnson is in agreement with this valuation also. Motion by Reis, seconded by Reuer to approve both stipulation agreements as presented. All voting aye. There being no further equalization, motion by Reis, seconded by Lengkeek to adjourn as Board of Equalization and reconvene as Board of County Commissioners. All voting aye.  

HWY/WEED DEPT:

The following people were present for Highway Department discussion: Supt. Walt Nagel, Lance Mortensen, Adam Schindler, Don McManus, Will Haugen, Marty Michalek, and Shane Reis. Supt. Nagel presented the board with estimates of damage caused by flooding and discussed gravel from the Atteberry Pit. Mortensen requested maintenance on a road north of Kennebec that has not been seeing as much attention as it does not go to a residence. Nagel will look into the area. Mortensen left the meeting. Schindler, McManus, Haugen, Michalek, and Shane Reis were in attendance to show support of the proposed hog confinement facility that is requesting approximately a mile of 241st St to be graveled. Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Reuer to improve 241st St from 327th Ave east to SD State Hwy 47 after facility is built. Roll call vote: Huffman: Aye; Lengkeek: Aye; Reuer: Aye; Reis: Nae; Schelske: Aye. Motion carried. After the vote Schindler, McManus, Haugen, Michalek, and Shane Reis left the meeting. Other highway matters: Motion by Schelske, seconded by Reis to terminate Bridge Improvement Grant Agreement Number 716236 – a preliminary engineering grant for Bridge #43-040-095 (commonly referred to as the Wells Bridge) due to the fact that the bridge has already been replaced and engineering is no longer needed. All voting aye. The county will be responsible for paying for any expenses already incurred for the project.

HIGHWAY DEPARTMENT EMPLOYEMENT:

Motion by Reis, seconded by Reuer to move Part-Time Office Manager Misti Ramser to Full Time in the Highway Department starting May 1, 2019, at a monthly salary of $2,708.34. Roll call vote: Huffman: aye; Lengkeek: nae; Reuer: aye; Reis: aye; Schelske: aye. Motion carried. Motion by Reuer, seconded by Lengkeek to approve hiring Johnathon Schaefer as a Part-Time Highway Department Employee, with an exemption to the county nepotism policy, at a rate of $14.50 per hour. All voting aye. Since Ramser also worked part-time in the Register of Deeds office, motion by Schelske, seconded by Reis to advertise for Part-Time help in the Register of Deeds Office. All voting aye. Supt. Nagel left the meeting.
