Nagel discussed the snow blower and plans to get cost estimates on fixing/updating it to see if it is worth keeping around and also the roads along the White River that are sliding due to flooding.
EXECUTIVE SESSION:

9:50 a.m. Motion by Reis, seconded by Reuer to enter into executive session per SDCL1-25-2 (1). All voting aye. Supt. Nagel was present and Auditor Halverson left the room.
10:10 a.m. Chairman Huffman declared the board out of executive session.

HIGHWAY EMPLOYEMENT:

Auditor Halverson returned to the meeting. Motion by Reis, seconded by Schelske to hire Tim Long for Part-Time Highway Maintenance Worker at the rate of $16.00 per hour. All voting aye. Two other applicants will be offered positions and Supt. Nagel will report back on them at the next meeting. 
EQUALIZATION:

Motion by Schelske, seconded by Reis to adjourn as the Board of County Commissioners and convene as the Lyman County Board of Equalization. All voting aye. The Board signed member oaths.

DOE Gran received two (2) Objections to Real Property Assessment, five (5) changes to owner-occupied status, one (1) $10,000 Ag exemption to be added, and two (2) building removals. The two objections were reappraised by Gran and are awaiting approval from the homeowner. They will be addressed at the April 23rd meeting. With DOE Gran receiving no opposition, motion by Reuer, seconded by Schelske to approve the changes in owner-occupied status, Ag exemption addition and building removals. All voting aye. DOE Gran advised the Board of two (2) elderly & disabled assessment freezes, renewed five (5) applicants for the disabled veteran property tax exemption, two (2) applicants for renewable resource energy credits, five (5) properties are receiving the discretionary formula and there were no new tax exempt applications.
Motion by Reuer, seconded by Reis to adjourn as Board of Equalization and reconvene as Board of County Commissioners. All voting aye.  

DOE LICENSE AGREEMENT:

DOE Gran received a copy of our License Agreement with changes that an outside company would like made before signing it. Board consensus is that if a company would like to purchase our information, they need to sign our License Agreement as is with no changes and denied the request. 

SPECTURM PORK:
Highway Supt. Nagel, Tobin Morris, Senior VP for Dougherty & Company LLC, and David Meyer, Spectrum Pork, met with the commissioners to discuss the previously requested gravel for one mile on 241st St in Reliance Twp. Meyer received what he considered to be a very high estimate to build the road from Brosz engineering. Discussion followed on how strong the road would need to be and other requirements, including time-frames, that would be necessary. Morris explained how the process of a TIF could help the county fund the road project. The county will discuss the project further at the next meeting and asked Auditor Halverson to work with Morris to start preliminary work on the TIF so that it can be in place if the county decides to move forward with the project. Supt. Nagel will also gather other estimates for the project. Supt. Nagel, Morris, and Meyer left the meeting.
