ROD PART-TIME DEPUTY:

Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Reuer to hire Julie Barnhill as the Part-Time Deputy Register of Deeds at a rate of $14.00 per hour. All voting aye. 

COURTHOUSE IMPROVEMENTS:

Discussion was held on improvements needed for the courthouse, including tuckpointing, windows, updating entry ways, and security. Motion by Reuer, seconded by Lengkeek to call for sealed bids to Tuckpoint the courthouse, including the roof parapet, and cleaning the outside, with an option to also re-caulk around all windows. Bids to be opened on June 18, 2019. All voting aye. 
DISTRICT III:

Greg Henderson, Executive Director of Planning & Development District III, met with the commissioners to give a 2018 performance report. Lyman County, along with 14 other counties, belong to District III and are able to take advantage of services such as grant/loan application writing, project administration, land use planning, community goal setting, Governors Houses, along with other helpful services. They are currently helping the county with funding for Co. Rd 14. Since becoming a member in 1973, District III has helped people and entities in Lyman County secure $23,449,294.00 in financial assistance. KENNEBEC FIRE DEPT. BUDGET SUPPLEMENT:

At 9:30 a.m., as advertised, motion by Schelske, seconded by Reuer to approve a budget supplement for Kennebec Fire Dept. All voting aye. Insufficient funds were appropriated in the 2019 Kennebec Fire Department Budget, therefore the additional amount of $5,750.30 will be taken from the Kennebec Fire Departments accumulated cash balance.

HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Walt Nagel discussed the progress being made on County Road 14, the status of the preliminary engineering for the Chester Bridge, a roller that is need in repairs, and gravel needs in the county. Bison Rd along the White River was discussed at great length. The road will need to be moved to a more stable area and the State of SD is involved as the road connects to their current project along Highway 183. More information will be gathered by the next meeting. State’s Attorney Steve Smith was able to look over the Interstate underpass agreement presented by Doug Sherman at the May 7th meeting and found nothing of concern, so motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Reis to enter into the Joint Powers Maintenance Agreement with the SD DOT in regards to maintenance of Interstate Underpasses in Lyman County. All voting aye. Supt. Nagel left the meeting.
