JULY HOLIDAYS:

Governor Noem has given state employees July 5, 2019, off as an administrative holiday. Motion by Reis, seconded by Reuer to give county employees Friday, July 5th off as an administrative holiday. All voting aye.
211 RESOURCE INFORMATION SYSTEM:

The Division of Behavioral Health, a division of SD Department of Social Services, has a County 211 Resource Information System available for counties to participate in. County obligation is based on population. Currently, most resources are not offered within Lyman County so the consensus is to not establish the services at this time. If any county resident is looking for resources, they can go to dss.sd.gov.

COURTHOUSE REPAIRS/IMPROVEMENTS:

One of the A/C units in the courtroom has stopped working. Both units are over 18 years old and, as of 2020, the freon for them will be obsolete. Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Reis to hire Hickey Heating & A/C to replace both A/C units at a cost of $11,000 total. All voting aye. Other issues around the courthouse discussed include a tree that will be replaced and the sidewalk around the east side of the building having a lot of cracks and will be discussed with a possible entryway project.

After reviewing bids, motion by Schelske, seconded by Reis to accept the low bid from Mid-Continental Restoration Co, Inc. at the Tuckpointing Base Bid of $46,746 along with Option #1 to re-caulk all windows for $11,360 for a total project cost of $58,106. All voting aye.

EXECUTIVE SESSION:

9:30 a.m. Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Reuer to enter into executive session per SDCL1-27-1.5 (8). All voting aye. Sheriff Steve Manger was present.

10:10 a.m. Chairman Huffman declared the board out of executive session.

Motion by Reuer, seconded by Lengkeek to have Surveillance System Hardware, to include 8 security cameras split between outside and inside, installed at the courthouse. Roll call vote: Huffman – aye, Lengkeek – aye, Reuer – aye, Reis – aye, Schelske – nay. Motion carried.
Sheriff Manger left the meeting.

ROAD REQUEST:

Citizen did not show up for his requested time on the agenda.

BRIDGE REQUEST:

Lela Briggs & Highway Supt. Walt Nagel met with the commissioners to discuss a bridge west of Vivian that was lifted out of place by the Memorial Day flooding. The bridge currently goes to pasture ground with cows on it. Nagel has received price estimates for replacing it with a bridge or possibly a culvert. Nagel will get in contact with the Corps of Engineers to discuss permit requirements for each option and look at any other options that could include moving the road to allow for a different crossing structure and the project will be discussed at the next meeting. Due to flooding across the state, many projects could see a time delay waiting on resources and FEMA to evaluate possible reimbursable damage. Briggs left the meeting. 
HWY/WEED DEPT:

Supt. Walt Nagel discussed the bridge on County Road 19 that crosses the White River between Lyman & Tripp Counties. Tripp County has estimates to repair the bridge, and is looking at an 80/20 grant with the State. Lyman County would be responsible for one half of the match required to fix the bridge. Other items discussed included River Road south of Vivian, the culvert on County Rd. 2, and graveling. Nagel is waiting on FEMA to come review flood areas before some fixes can be made. Third quarter fuel quotes were received. Only one quote came in from Hieb Oil. Discussion was held on possibly asking for monthly quotes instead of quarterly quotes and possibly separating the quotes by shop in an effort to get the most advantageous bid. Motion by Lengkeek, seconded by Reuer to accept the fuel quote from Hieb Oil for the 3rd Qtr., and then re-evaluate the process before October. All voting aye. Motion by Reis, second by Schelske to rent two John Deere tractors from C&B Operations at a rate of $25.00 per hour with a minimum of 150 hours. All voting aye. Motion by Reuer, seconded by Reis to approve the Application for Highway Access Permit to move the approach for Bison road to line up with the proposed relocation of the road further away from the river. All voting aye.

HIGHWAY INFASTRUCTURE PROGRAM FUNDING:
The State of SD has allocated $17.313 million through the 2019 Highway Infrastructure Program Funding Allocation – Bridge Replacement and Rehabilitation Program. Counties will be awarded money based on the percentage of total deck area of bridges classified in poor condition as reported on the National Bridge Inventory as of December 31, 2017. Lyman County has six bridges listed in poor condition and can receive $77,820.27 through the program. Motion by Schelske, seconded by Reuer to authorize Commission Chairman Huffman to sign and execute the SD Department of Transportation Funding Agreement to receive the funds. All voting aye.
HIGHWAY & BRIDGE RESERVE LEVY:

In light of recent storms and major damage to County roads and bridges, Supt. Nagel and Auditor Halverson presented information regarding the Highway & Bridge Reserve Levy. Information consisting of estimated dollar amounts that could be raised and the law allowing for such a levy were presented to the board and a discussion was held on necessity. A levy would need to be approved before July 15th to be added to the following years tax roll, and Halverson will have more budget information available to the board at the next meeting. No decisions were made at this time.
COMMISSIONERS CORRESPONDENCE:

The Payment In Lieu of Taxes Class Action Lawsuit that the county joined in 2018 has received a judgement in favor of counties across the country. Lyman County should expect to see some of the $9,423 that was shorted through the Federal PILT Program between 2015-2017.
